Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, February 9, 2016 7:00 p.m., at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; Chief Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Wendy Allbritton called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Jake Long, Joe Rachal, with Al Cassels tardy.  Absent:  Mark Richardson.  Various members of the public were present.


Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.
There being no presentations or comments from the public, Mayor Elliott proceeded to the next item.     


Rachal made a motion, second by Long to approve the minutes for the January 12, 2016 regular monthly meeting.  Motion carried.
· Engineer Report – Mayor Elliott presented a handout for a focal point at the Dixie Courtyard, in conjunction with the Capital Outlay project.  
· Fire Department – Chief Thompson delivered the written fire report for January.  The department responded to 2 alarms; all fire department equipment is in operational condition.  Engine 3 repairs have been completed and repairs for Engine 5 will soon start. Chief Thompson reported that the department had one member resign due to moving.  The department and department members attended a business meeting and two training meetings, as well as, a three-hour LSU class.  Thompson reported that a significant part of the electrical work has been completed on the Station 2 addition and are waiting on two  breakers that have been ordered.  They have begun to paint the walls and will be finished soon.  The only item left to complete the addition is to run the gas line for the heater.  Thompson reported that the new motor for the spare jaws unit is in and has been installed.  The unit was used at a Rescue meeting on Thursday and performed well.  Thompson asked for council approval to attend the Louisiana Fire Chief’s Convention from March 30th through April 3rd.  The total cost will be $751.00, including registration fees and hotel room.  The hotel room will be reimbursed to the department after the conference by the LFCA.  Thompson announced that the two used conex boxes for a drill tower and smoke room have been obtained for training purposes.

Long made a motion, second by Cassels to approve Chief Thompson to attend the convention.  Motion carried.    
· Police Report - Chief Stott delivered the written Police report for January:  128 citations issued, $25,595.01 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 62 incidents, 18 arrest, 3 accident and 2 dog complaints.  Stott reported that on February 26th his department will attend a CPR class for recertification.     
· Public Works Report:  Superintendent Ross reported that he and is department have been working at the oxidation pond and that it is running on automatic at this time.  Ross reported that the new flow meter has been installed and he will contacting CC Lynch for instructions on how to read the data.  Ross reported that he has been working on several lift station motors and that he and his crew have plans to install the culvert on Sandy Drive Wednesday morning.  Ross reported that a new seal has been ordered for the generator, and will jack the unit up to take the pressure off of the tires and start running the unit on a monthly basis for emergencies.      
· Police Jury Report:  Mayor Elliott reported that a request for a 18x30 culvert was requested for Olive street.  
Bailey made a motion, second by Cassels, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.  

Long made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the occupational license application for: Pottery Village – Willis Lee – 2270 Church Street.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey to approve the occupational license application for: B&B Express Lube – Jimmy Busby & Cody Brown – 4409 Main Street US 165.  Motion carried.

Cassels made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the occupational license application for: D&S Tags and Title, LLC – Deborah Chisolm – 4525 Main Street US 165.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal to accept the business address change for: Bill’s Service Center – James & Temple Melder – 647 Stott Wood Street.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Long to approve the January 2016 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

Cassels made a motion, second by Long to approve the January 2016 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Long made a motion, second by Bailey to suspend the rules and add to discuss the disconnection of the noon siren.  Motion carried.

Al Cassels suggested that the town refrain from blowing the noon whistle as it was a disturbance to many of the citizens.  After a brief discussion, Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey to table the discussion.  Motion carried.

Mayor Elliott reported that the paper work had been signed to advertise for bids for the chlorination system and piping to Well #3 under the CWEF grant.  Elliott reported that she had a meeting with Henry Shuler about the Capital Outlay project concerning the work at the Courtyard.  She previously sent the council a picture of the focal point that he suggested for the Courtyard and that she will meet with the contractor this week about the re-surfacing of the Courtyard.  Elliott also reported that the right-of-way for the easement rights for Well #3 is completed and that a bid for lighting at the walking trail and basketball court under the Healthy Behavior grant has been received.  Mayor Elliott reported that she received verification plans from DOTD and anticipates all of the corrections will take approximately 2 weeks to complete.  Elliott stated that she doesn’t see the project letting anytime soon.  Mayor Elliott advised the council that in their packet is an annual personal financial disclosure statement that is due by May 15th.  The Mayor also advised that Wendy will be attending a class in Baton Rouge on February 16th for a 3 hour DMR class.  
Long made a motion, second by Cassels to adjourn at 7:21 p.m.  Motion carried.
