Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, March 13, 2018, at 7:00 p.m. at The Dixie Center – 2976 Front Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joel Sims, Joe Rachal, Anthony Fenoli and Mark Richardson. Various members of the public were present. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
· Presentations and Comments from the Public --
A presentation was to be made by Union Pacific Railroad and DOTD (Louisiana Department of Transportation Development), but has been rescheduled for April 10, 2018.  
            Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the February 2018 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the February 2018 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the February 2018 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson delivered the written fire report for February.  There have been no changes in membership for the department in February. All fire department equipment is in operational condition.  The Department responded to 3 alarms in February. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in the month of February, as well as a 4 hour LSU Class.
· Police Report – Mayor Elliott delivered the written police report for February. 84 citations issued, $29642.56 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 39 incidents, 12 arrests, 0 accidents and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Superintendent Joe Jeter delivered the written report for February. Mr. Jeter stated that two new services have been installed, and that the department is running smoothly. 
· Police Jury Request – Mayor Elliott reported that two request were sent in: A request for white rock to fill potholes at the Olla Housing Authority, and a request for a 10”x 20’ culvert and rock for 2808 Central Avenue.

   
Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to re-introduce Ordinance 2018-001 and schedule a Public Hearing for April 10, 2018: An Ordinance renouncing right of way, servitude and/or easement of NW corner of Lot 5, Block 3 of Hardtner and Tannehill 3rd Edition as there was a description error. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, to rescind the approval of the purchase of a 2018 Ford F-150 due to incorrect vehicle specifications submitted at previous meeting. Motion carried unanimously. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Richardson, to purchase a new pursuit vehicle for the Olla Police Department. Motion carried. 

Mayor Elliott announced that the Farmers’ Market will open the first or second week in May. April 17, 2018 will be sign-up day for Kid’s Club at the Town Square for the Farmers’ Market. This year, the first 150 children that sign up will be able to receive $5.00 each in tokens to purchase fruits and vegetables. Mayor Elliott also asked that we not forget the town of Urania’s Homecoming this Saturday, March 17, 2018. 
 Richardson made a motion, second by Sims, to adjourn at 7:40 P.M.  Motion carried.
