Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, March 8, 2016 7:00 p.m., at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Wendy Allbritton called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Al Cassels, Jake Long, Joe Rachal, and Mark Richardson.  Various members of the public were present.


Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the agenda with the amendment of adding to item #13, to advertise for bids for solid waste collection.  Motion carried.
During the presentations and comments, Cynthia Cockerham and Morgan Smith, representatives with LEDD, presented the council with the Town of Olla’s new logo.  Richardson made a motion, second by Rachal to adopt and use the new logo/branding for the Town of Olla.  Motion carried.  With no other presentations or comments, Mayor Elliott proceeded to the next item.       


Long made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the minutes for the February 9, 2016 regular monthly meeting.  Motion carried.
· Engineer Report – No report at this time.  
· Fire Department – Chief Thompson delivered the written fire report for February.  The department responded to 6 alarms; all fire department equipment is in operational condition.  The brush truck will be taken out of service this week to start work on the transmission.  Chief Thompson reported that the department had three new members join the department.  The department and department members attended a business meeting and two training meetings, as well as, a three-hour LSU class.  Thompson reported that   Station 2 addition is nearly completed.  Gas lines for the heater, painting and flooring is all that is needed to complete the project.  Thompson also reported that the compressor at Station 1 went out and that quotes are being obtained at this time.  Thompson asked for council approval to purchase epoxy floor covering in the amount of $300 for station 2 and replacement of the A/C unit for station 1.    
Long made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the $300 purchase of epoxy flooring and the A/C replacement.  Motion carried.    
· Police Report – Assistant Chief Gavin Prudhomme delivered the written Police report for February:  99 citations issued, $29,940.42 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 62 incidents, 8 arrest, 2 accident and 3 dog complaints.  Prudhomme reported that the department has completed their CPR certification class.     
· Public Works Report:  Superintendent Ross reported that he and his department have been finishing up installing the rest of the meters.  There are a few larger meters that will require him to get a LAONE CALL ticket.  They have also installed several culverts and dug some ditches.  Ross reported that they are working on getting the bush hog and lawn mowers ready for the upcoming mowing season.    Ross wanted to remind the council when the garbage contract comes up for renewal to take into consideration the possibility of getting a smaller truck so that it will not tear-up the roads as bad.  Ross advised that he is scheduled to attend a mosquito control class in Baton Rouge next week and the license will be good for 3 years.       
· Police Jury Report:  Mayor Elliott reported that two request were sent in to the Police Jury for two loads of white rock and a 18x30 & 18x20 culvert.  
Cassels made a motion, second by Rachal, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.  

Cassels made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the occupational license application for: Alkies, Inc. – James Richard Meredith – 1783 Louisiana Street.  Motion carried.

Long made a motion, second by Bailey to approve the occupational license application for: Cruse Transport Services, Inc. – Shannon Cruse – 1144 Tousley Drive.  Motion carried.

Long made a motion, second by Bailey to approve the occupational license application for: Duke’s Hardware, LLC. – Caleb Duke – 7184 Main Street US 165.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the alcoholic beverage permit application for:  Alkies, Inc. – James Richard Meredith – 1783 Louisiana Street.  Motion carried.
Richardson made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the February 2016 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Richardson to approve the February 2016 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Long to approve the employee health insurance quote from Crick Insurance with an increase of $329.23 from the prior year.  Motion carried.
Richardson made a motion, second by Long to appoint Councilmember, Rachal and Bailey for solid waste collection and disposal committee and to start advertising for bids.  Motion carried.
Mayor Elliott reported that as part of the Capital Outlay project, she is obtaining bids for staining the concrete at the Dixie Courtyard with an 8 foot center circle containing our branding in the middle and that the border around it will have Town of Olla.  Elliott reported that the Industrial Park has now satisfied all requirements of the Louisiana Economic Development Certified Sites Program and has been designated an LED Certified Site.  Elliott advised that now the town is authorized to attach the official LED Certified Logo to site-related signage and internet listings relating to the industrial park.  The Mayor reported that the camera system at the walking trail/ballpark needed a higher internet speed and a static IP and that should be completed by the end of the week.  She also reported that a fan motor and capacitor had to be replaced at the south end of the Commercial Building last Friday.  Elliott announced that preparation has begun on Homecoming 2016 and if anyone would like to help, please let her know.   
Richardson made a motion, second by Long to adjourn at 7:32 p.m.  Motion carried.
