Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, April 10, 2018, at 7:00 p.m. at The Dixie Center – 2976 Front Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and John Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joel Sims, Joe Rachal.  Absent: Anthony Fenoli and Mark Richardson. Various members of the public were present. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
· Presentations and Comments from the Public --
A presentation was made by Union Pacific Railroad and DOTD (Louisiana Department of Transportation Development).  
            Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the March 2018 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the March 2018 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the March 2018 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson delivered the written fire report for March.  There have been no changes in membership for the department in March. All fire department equipment is in operational condition.  The Department responded to 2 alarms in March. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in the month of March, as well as a 4 hour LSU Class.
· Police Report – Chief John Stott delivered the written police report for March. 95 citations issued, $22663.02 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 66 incidents, 6 arrests, 0 accidents and 1 dog complaint. 
· Public Works Department – Superintendent Joe Jeter was not present to deliver the written report for March. 
· Police Jury Request – Mayor Elliott reported that one request was sent in: Load of river sand to the Rec Complex for use on the ball fields.

   
Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims to open the public hearing regarding Ordinance 2018-001: An Ordinance adopting the renouncement and release of right of way, servitude and/or easement of NW corner of Lot 5, Block 3 of Hardtner and Tannehill 3rd addition to Slakris Holding Company for the sum of $1500.00. 

There being no questions or comments from the public, Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal to close the public hearing. 


Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to adopt Ordinance 2018-001: An Ordinance releasing the renouncement and release of right of way, servitude and/or easement beginning at the Northwest Corner of Lot 5, Hardtner and Tannehill Subdivision, Third Addition, to the Town of Olla, Louisiana and run thence South 24 degrees 08 minutes 59 seconds West along the eastern boundary lines of Lots 5 and 6 of the aforementioned lots of the Second Addition of Hardtner Tannehill, Third Addition Subdivision, to a 5/8” iron rod. Continue along the same bearing a distance of 48 feet, more or less, to a point on the North boundary line of Block 3 of Hardtner and Tannehill, Third Addition Subdivision, said point marking the Southwest Corner of Lot 6 of said Subdivision. Hence in a Westerly direction on the North line of the said Block 3 of Hardtner and Tannehill, Third Addition, a distance of 21 feet, more or less, to the Southwest Corner of the said right of way herein renounced. Run thence in a Northwesterly direction along the East lines of the Larry D. Warren tract and of Lot 8, Block 5 of Hardtner and Tannehill, Second Addition, a distance of 124.5 feet, more or less, to a point which is South 66 degrees 31 minutes 54 seconds West a distance of 18 feet, more or less from the point of beginning. Run thence North 66 degrees 31 minutes 54 seconds East 18 feet, more or less, back to the actual point of beginning, being a strip of land consisting of 2406.06 square feet or .0546 acres, more or less.  Motion carried. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to issue a proclamation proclaiming April 2018 as “Fair Housing Month”. Motion carried.


Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey, to issue Resolution 2018-001 – A Resolution adopting the Town of Olla Cafeteria Plan. Motion carried.

Mayor Elliott announced that we will be having sign-up day at the Town Square, April 17, 2018, for the spring Farmers’ Market. This year, the first 150 children that sign up will be able to receive $5.00 each in tokens to purchase fruits and vegetables. The Farmers’ Market will open the first or second week in May!
Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to adjourn at 7:58 P.M.  Motion carried.
