Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, June 12, 2018, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and Chief John Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joe Rachal, Anthony Fenoli, and Joel Sims.  Absent: Mark Richardson. Various members of the public were present. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
            Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the May 2018 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the May 2018 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the May 2018 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson delivered the written fire report for May.  There have been no changes in membership for the department in May. All fire department equipment is in operational condition.  The Department responded to 9 alarms in May. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in the month of May, as well as a 3 hour LSU Class. The department has completed the application for the Office of Forestry VFA grant. This grant reimburses the department 50% of the cost of equipment that has been purchased this year. The department has purchased $9940.00 of approved items so far this year, so the department should get $4970.00 from this grant per Chief Thompson.
· Police Report – The May 2018 police report will be given at next month’s meeting. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the May 2018 Superintendents report. 
   
Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.
Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli, to open the public hearing regarding Ordinance 2018-002: An Ordinance adopting the annual budget of revenues and expenditures for the FY 2018-2019 and the amended budget for the FY 2017-2018 for the Town of Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried. 
There being no comments of questions from the public, Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli to close the public hearing. 

Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey to adopt Ordinance 2018-002:  An Ordinance adopting the annual budget of revenues and expenditures for the fiscal year July 1, 2018 to June 30, 2019 and amended budget for fiscal year July 1, 2017 to June 30, 2018, for the Town of Olla.



Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the occupational license for B & M Carwash – Chris D Miller - 3186 Highway 165. Motion carried. 


Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the occupational license for The Donut Depot – Amy Dannehl – 2569 Central Avenue. Motion carried. 


Sims made a motion, second by Rachal to appoint the Jena Times – Olla – Tullos – Urania Signal as the official Journal for the Town of Olla for the FY 2018-2019. Motion carried. 

 

Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey, to appoint the Olla branches of Southern Heritage Bank and Catahoula LaSalle Bank and also include the Vidalia branch of Concordia Bank & Trust Co. as the Town of Olla’s official depositories for the FY 2018-2019. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve spending $400 for the 4th of July Fireworks display. Motion carried. 


Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the six month contract with Pleasant Ridge Water System at the same rate of $3.50 per 1000. Motion carried. 


Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli to approve entering a six month contract with   Urania Water System at the rate of $3.50 per 1000. Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the quote from VFIS for the Fire Department Insurance. Motion carried. 


Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the quote from Stone Oak Insurance submitted by Community Financial for the Town of Olla’s insurance. Motion carried. 

Mayor Elliott announced that we have received 6 additional benches for the Courtyard through the America Walks Grant. This will provide much needed seating for activities in the Town Square. Mayor Elliott also announced that we have received a 12x28 storage building through the LEDD grant. The building has been wired as of today, June 12, 2018. This building will free-up much needed storage space in the town hall. Many thanks go out to the LaSalle Economic Development District for making this possible. It is also looking hopeful that the town may be receiving money through a grant for sidewalks this fall. If all goes well, it will require a 25% match. The sewer pond is looking great and for this we are thankful. Mayor Elliott offered pictures to be seen after the meeting, showing how well things are coming along. 
Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey to adjourn at 7:25 p.m. Motion carried.
