Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, June 13, 2017, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; Chief Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Wendy Allbritton called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Anthony Fenoli, Mark Richardson and Joe Rachal. Tardy: Al Cassels.  Various members of the public were present.


Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the agenda as amended, adding after item #7, to approve port-a-johns for All-Star tournament at the sports complex.  Motion carried. 

There being no presentations or comments from the public, Mayor Elliott proceeded to the next item.


Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli to approve the May 9, 2017 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.
· Fire Department – Anders Thompson delivered the written fire report for May.  All fire department equipment is in operational condition.  There have been no changes in the membership for the department. The Department responded to 5 alarms.   The department and department members attended a business meeting, two training meetings and a 4 hour LSU class.  Thompson reported that the department assisted the Olla Kiwanis Club with cleaning up at the Rodeo Arena this past Saturday and have planned another cleanup day for next Saturday.  Thompson requested Council approval for $1,700 for the annual Louisiana Fireman’s Convention.  This will pay for the registration fees and hotel rooms.   The convention will be held in Houma this year.  $250 will be refunded by the Louisiana Chiefs Association for the registration for Chief Thompson, making the actual cost $1,450.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Richardson to approve the request of $1,700 for the convention.  Motion carried.  
· Police Report – Chief Stott delivered the written police report for May:  84 citations issued, $21,121.01 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 58 incidents, 8 arrests, 3 accidents, one of which included a fatality and 6 dog complaints.  Chief Stott wanted to thank the Fire Department and Sheriff’s Department and  everyone who assisted during and after the storm.  Stott reported that Officer Black’s unit was in the shop for transmission repair.  Stott asked for the Council to approve hiring part-time officer, Garth Wilson.  
Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli to table Chief Stott’s request until the next council meeting.  Motion carried.
· Public Works Department -   No report given.
· Police Jury Report -       Mayor Elliott reported that one request was submitted to install a culvert behind the town hall.  
   
Fenoli made a motion, second by Cassels to approve the port-a-john rental for the All-Star Tournament to be placed at the sports complex.  Motion carried.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.
Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal to open the public hearing regarding Ordinance 2017-004:  An Ordinance adopting the annual budget of revenues and expenditures for the FY 2017-2018 and the amended budget for the FY 2016-2017 for the Town of Olla, Louisiana.  Motion carried.

There being no comments or questions from the public, Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to close the public hearing.

Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey to adopt Ordinance 2017-004:  An Ordinance adopting the annual budget of revenues and expenditures for the FY 2017-2018 and the amended budget for the FY 2016-2017 for the Town of Olla, Louisiana.  Motion carried.

Cassels made a motion, second by Rachal to adopt Resolution 2017-006 – A Resolution to adopt the Tax Millage for the Tax Year 2017.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli to approve Resolution 2017-007- A Resolution awarding the contract for administrative services to Governmental Consulting Services, LLC, and the contract for engineering services to Shuler Consulting Company and also authorize Mayor Elliott to sign all contracts and documents pertaining to the LCDBG FY 2018-2019 project.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Richardson to approve the occupational license for LT’s ATV – Lonnie Thompson, Jr. – 2812 Sandy Drive.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli to appoint the Jena Times – Olla – Tullos-Urania Signal as the official Journal for the Town of Olla for the FY 2017-2018.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Richardson to appoint the Olla branches of Southern Heritage Bank and Catahoula LaSalle Bank and also include the Vidalia branch of Concordia Bank & Trust Co. as the Town of Olla’s official depositories for the FY 2017-2018.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to approve spending $400 for the 4th of July Fireworks display.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Richardson to approve the quote from VFIS for the Fire Departments Insurance.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli to approve the quote from Travelers Insurance submitted by Community Financial for the Town of Olla’s insurance.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli to approve the six month contract with Pleasant Ridge Water System at the same rate of $3.50 per 1,000.  Motion carried.
Rachal made a motion, second by Cassels to approve the May 2017 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the May 2017 financial statements as presented.  Motion carried.

Mayor Elliott reported regarding the nuisance properties. Owners at 3271 Main Street have made some progress, however 2735 Church Street needs to be revisited.  

Mayor Elliott wants to thank everyone in the parish who donated time or money to help honor our softball and baseball team in “Sweep the Diamond Week!”  We had great support for our youth and we are very proud of how our parish came together to honor these young men and women!  Elliott announced that the Kids’ Camp is underway at our park – Kids are meeting on Tuesdays and Thursdays here in Olla.  Also Kid’s Market has been successful; each child gets $10 to spend on fresh vegetables and fruit.  Today was the second Kids Market and we registered our maximum number – the 100th child registered today so there will be no new registrants.  Mayor Elliott wanted to thank LCC and the Police Jury for helping with debris removal from the storm.  We have experienced areas that are putting more debris out after we have picked up.   There will not be a second round of debris pick-up.  It will be on the homeowner at this point.  Elliott reported that work is beginning on homecoming and that anyone is welcome to help get the event together.        
Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to adjourn at 7:28 p.m.  Motion carried.
