Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, July 10, 2018, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joe Rachal, Mark Richardson, and Joel Sims.  Absent: Anthony Fenoli. Various members of the public were present. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
            Sims made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the June 2018 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the June 2018 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the June 2018 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson delivered the written fire report for June.  There have been no changes in membership for the department in June. All fire department equipment is in operational condition.  The Department responded to 3 alarms in June. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in the month of May, as well as a 3 hour LSU Class. The department has started working on the donated truck from South Bossier Fire Department. The department hopes to have in in service soon. 
· Police Report – The May & June 2018 police reports were given by Mayor Rhonda Elliott. May 2018: 87 Citation issued, $14495.38 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 65 incidents, 11 arrest, 1 Accidents, and 3 dog complaints. June 2018: 102 citations issued, $12465.50 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 48 incidents, 2 arrest, 2 accidents, and 2 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the June 2018 Superintendents report. 
   
Richardson made a motion, second by Bailey, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims to introduce Ordinance 2018-003 and schedule a Public Hearing on August 14, 2018 to adopt the installation, maintenance and testing devices owned and operated by any facility that requires back flow prevention. Motion carried. 



Rachal made a motion, second by Richardson, to issue Resolution 2018-003 – A Resolution to ADOPT the Tax Millage for the tax year 2018. Motion carried. 

Rachal made a motion, second by Richardson, to issue Resolution 2018-004 – A Resolution to ADOPT an agreement between the Town of Olla and Union Pacific Railroad, to close the Louisiana Street railroad crossing. Motion carried. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Richardson to approve the occupational license for Coleman’s Auto, LLC– Jason Coleman – 3093 Main Street 165. Motion carried. 

Mayor Elliott announced that the water testing results this month showed a THM (trihalomethanes) limit of 99.6 at the sample tap on Highway 127. The maximum allowed is 80. Mayor Elliott had a meeting with Russell Turnage and Henry Shuler on placing the mixer/stripper in our ground storage tank to reduce the THMs. They discussed the Medora unit they had been looking at last year that is supposed to reduce the THMs by 50%. The Town of Olla water system has been permitted and is waiting on a proposal to be submitted, and will then be presented to the council. The budget for this project is $130,000 plus engineering fees. Due to stringent state regulations and the cost of producing the water, our operator (Russell Turnage) has suggested that we consider an increase of our flat rates for water and sewer. The Town of Olla has the lowest rate of any one around and we are going to have to do something with all the requirements that are coming to us from DHH (Department of Health and Hospitals). It will not be a popular decision but one that is going to have to be made. Mayor Elliott commended the fire department on a great job once again with our annual 4th of July fireworks display. Mayor Elliott also wanted to thank all those who monetarily contributed to make this event happen. Elliott stated that without their support, we could not have this event each year. 
Rachal made a motion, second by Sims to adjourn at 7:22 p.m. Motion carried.
