Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, August 9, 2016, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; Chief Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Wendy Allbritton called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Al Cassels, Jake Long, Joe Rachal and Mark Richardson. Various members of the public were present.


Richardson made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the agenda as amended, amendment being to delete item #9.  Motion carried.
There being no presentations or comments from the public, Mayor Elliott proceeded to the next item.     


Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the minutes for the July 12, 2016 regular monthly meeting.  Motion carried.

Cassels made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the July 2016 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Richardson made a motion, second by Bailey to approve the July 2016 financial statements as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Lt. Anders Thompson delivered the written fire report for July.  The department responded to 6 alarms; all fire department equipment is in operational condition, and no changes in the membership for the department.  The department and department members attended a business meeting and two training meetings, as well as an 8 hour SERTC Railcar class.  Lt. Thompson requested council approval to purchase new hoses for the Jaws of Life unit due to the unit being over 20 years old. The estimated cost for replacement should be around $400.

Cassels made a motion, second by Long to approve the purchase of new hoses.  Motion carried.      
· Police Report – Chief Stott delivered the written Police report for June and July.  113 citations issued, $25,280.50 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 42 incidents, 2 arrests, and 6 dog complaints for June.  For the month of July, 121 citations issued, $25,931.26 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 37 incidents, 2 arrests, and 3 dog complaints.  Chief Stott apologized for not being around as much, due to his mother’s illness.       
· Public Works Report:  Joseph Jeter reported that he has continued his efforts in completing daily task at the oxidation pond to see if the lab reports are better.  Jeter reported that LRWA has been working with Pleasant Ridge Water System in efforts to try and get their THM’s and HAA5 levels to where they need to be in order to pass.  Jeter announced that he has a new employee, Jason Lee.  Lee was hired for a 6 month probationary period.          
Rachal made a motion, second by Long, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.  

Richardson made a motion, second by Long to introduce Ordinance 2016-003 – An ordinance to restrict large trucks from using the Cypress/McDougald Street Railroad Crossing, and set the public hearing for Tuesday, September 13, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried.  Opposed by Cassels.
Mayor Elliott reported that the lighting at the basketball park and the walking trail is now operational thanks to The Rapides Foundation grant.  Elliott also reported that the culvert on Rosefield Road has been replaced and that bids were opened today for the garbage contract.  Elliott advised that the bids will be reviewed and a recommendation will be made at the next council meeting.  Mayor Elliott asked if there were any additional comments before closing and councilmember Cassels announced that he had done some checking to see if an a/c unit could be put in the council room to help with the cooling of the building.  He said that he had received a verbal quote of $3500.  
Bailey made a motion, second by Long to adjourn at 7:11 p.m.  Motion carried.
