Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, August 14, 2018, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and Chief John Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joe Rachal, Anthony Fenoli, and Joel Sims.  Absent: Mark Richardson. Various members of the public were present. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the July 2018 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the July 2018 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the July 2018 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson delivered the written fire report for July.  The department had two members resign due to moving from the area in the month of July. All fire department equipment is in operational condition.  The Department responded to 3 alarms in July. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in the month of July, as well as a 3 hour LSU Class. The department has started working on the donated truck from South Bossier Fire Department. The department hopes to have it in service soon. 
· Police Report – The July 2018 police report was given by Chief John Stott. July 2018: 73 citations issued, $24,442.50 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 48 incidents, 2 arrests, and 2 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the July 2018 Superintendent’s report. 
   
Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Rachal, to appoint Laurel Comeaux, from Rod Brady Campus as a representative for LEDD (LaSalle Economic Development District). Motion carried. 


AT&T has contacted the Town of Olla in regards to placing their cell equipment on top of the elevated tank on Tower Drive. Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, giving Mayor Elliott the authority to research and sign any documents pertaining to the lease with AT&T. Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, to ADOPT Resolution 2018-005 – A Resolution to award Turnage Environmental Services, LLC, $120,000 for the THM (trihalomethanes) Removal System. Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to ADOPT Resolution 2018-006 - A resolution authorizing the city to state their intent to maintain permit requirements as set forth by national pollutant discharge elimination system to prevent wastewater permit violations and other matters with respect thereto. Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to open the Public Hearing regarding Ordinance 2018-003:  An Ordinance ADOPTING the installation, maintenance and testing devices owned and operated by any facility that requires back flow prevention. Motion carried. 

There being no comments or questions from the public, Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to close the Public Hearing. Motion carried. 


Fenoli mad a motion, second by Sims, to ADOPT Ordinance 2018-003: An Ordinance ADOPTING the installation, maintenance and testing devices owned and operated by any facility that requires back flow prevention. Motion carried.

Mayor Elliott advised that the lift station pumps need to be replaced and the Jackson Street lift station needs a complete overhaul. We’ve just had a pump in the shop and the gentleman advised to just replace parts because the pumps we have now are much higher quality than what is   offered today. The new Flow Meter has been installed at the oxidation pond and the DO (dissolved oxygen) meter will be installed at the end of the month. Mayor Elliott was asked to address the council on the clean-up of property located at 1107 Highway 165 Main Street. Mayor Elliott was advised that the business is shutting down, but members of the community are inquiring as to when it will be cleaned up, and wanting a timeframe. Mayor Elliott commended Mr. Joe Thompson on being promoted to 1st Vice-President at the Louisiana State Fireman Association meeting in July 2018. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Sims to adjourn at 7:54 p.m. Motion carried.
