Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, September 11, 2018, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and Chief John Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joe Rachal, Anthony Fenoli, Joel Sims and Mark Richardson. Various members of the public were present. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the August 2018 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the August 2018 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Richardson made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the August 2018 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson delivered the written fire report for August.  All fire department equipment is in operational condition.  The Department responded to 3 alarms in August. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in the month of August, as well as a 3 hour LSU Class.  
· Police Report – The August 2018 police report was given by Chief John Stott. 67 citations issued, $15616.06 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 53 incidents, 7 arrests, and 2 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the August 2018 Superintendent’s report. 

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to ADOPT Resolution 2018-007 – A Resolution informing Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality the following actions were taken by the Town of Olla Council.

1.  Reviewed the Municipal Water Pollution Prevention Environmental Audit Report. 

2. Set forth the following actions necessary to maintain permit requirements contained in the Louisiana Water Discharge Permit System LPDES LA0032379.

· To upgrade the collection system by repairing or replacing points in the system that need repair, reducing inflow/infiltration. Motion carried. 
Mayor Elliott advised that the Dissolved Oxygen probes have been installed, so we should notice a reduction in the Entergy bill at our treatment plant as it will not be running continuously. The town has met all DEQ requirements at the treatment plant and testing has been good. Mayor Elliott has just completed a grant for a new public works vehicle. Homecoming is coming up October 13, 2018. Our Veteran’s Day Luncheon will be held on Friday, November 9, 2018 as Veteran’s Day falls on a Sunday this year. Mayor Elliott would also like to let the town know that the fair will be held November 7-10th this year. 
Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli to adjourn at 7:27 p.m. Motion carried.
