Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, October 10, 2017, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; Chief Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joel Sims, Joe Rachal. Anthony Fenoli and Mark Richardson were not present. Various members of the public were present.


Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 

There being no presentations or comments from the public, Mayor Elliott proceeded to the next item.


            Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the September 12, 2017 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the September 2017 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the September 2017 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Thompson delivered the written fire report for September.  All fire department equipment is in operational condition, with the exception of Engine 3 that is still under repair, and Tanker 2 has to have a new clutch and pressure plate put in it. There have been no changes in membership for the department in September. The Department responded to 7 alarms.   The department members attended a business meeting, two training meetings and a 3 hour LSU class.
· Police Report – Chief John Stott delivered the written police report for September. 124 citations issued, $19042.25 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 40 incidents, 3 arrests, 2 accidents and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department –   Superintendent Joseph Jeter delivered the report for September. Mr. Jeter stated that he wanted to thank the Town of Urania for loaning the Town of Olla a couple of clamps when they were needed. Mr. Jeter stated that the clarifier at the oxidation pond is back up and running. The sludge is building back up and it’s looking much better. All of the UV lights are in operational condition. Mr. Jeter also stated that Suncoast is in town and lining the sewer lines with resin making them much more sturdy. 
· Police Jury Report -- Mayor Elliott reported that a request has been submitted for repair of the pot holes on West Avenue.  
   
Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.
Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to reintroduce Ordinance 2017-010: An Ordinance to release the dedication of a certain alley located within the Town of Olla known as Hardtner and Tannehill 3rd Edition, T 11 N-R 2 E; Section 35. A hearing has been scheduled for November 14, 2017, at 7:00 p.m. Motion carried. 
Request was made for the approval of a 20ft utility building for Carla Bratton to put behind her building, located at 2914 Front Street, for storage and later use for her business. Motion made by Rachal, second by Sims, to table this item for the November meeting. Motion carried. 
Request was made for the approval of Occupational Licensing for Mr. Boyce Temple, DBA Temple Heating and A/C, LLC. Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal. Motion carried. 

Mayor Elliott announced that the A/C unit at the Olla Substation is out and parts have been ordered. The estimated cost of repair is approximately $3000-$3500. In the meantime, the substation has been shut down because of the heat and calls are being transferred to Jena. Homecoming went well despite of the rain. Mayor Elliott went on to thank everyone that had a part in making it a success. Thanks to Madge Bailey for working the men from LLC to get our town in shape for the event and thanks to the Fire Department for getting our streets clean and ready. The Central Louisiana Fair will be held November 8-11, 2017. Plans are being made for the Veterans’ Day Luncheon. Veterans’ Day is falling on Saturday this year, so the luncheon will be held Thursday, November 9, 2017 beginning at 11:00 a.m. at the Dixie Center.  
Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to adjourn at 7:11 p.m.  Motion carried.
