Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, October 13, 2015 7:00 p.m., at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; Chief Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Wendy Allbritton called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Al Cassel, Jake Long, and Joe Rachal.  Absent: Mark Richardson.  Various members of the public were present.


Rachal made a motion, second by Cassel to approve the agenda as amended.  The amendment was to add item #14, approval to enter into executive session to discuss litigation.  Motion carried.
There being no presentations or comments from the public, Mayor Elliott proceeded to the next item.  


Bailey made a motion, second by Cassel to approve the minutes for the September 8, 2015 regular monthly meeting.  Motion carried. 
 

· Engineer Report – Shuler not present.

· Fire Department – Mary Ann Thompson delivered the written fire report from Chief Joe Thompson for September.  The department responded to 5 alarms; all fire department equipment is in operational condition, with the exception of the brush truck.  There have been no changes in the membership.  The department and department members attended two training meetings, as well as a three-hour LSU class.   The Chief requested council approval to send the brush truck to Consolidated Equipment in Monroe to have the transmission repaired.  Thompson also reported that he received a price to have the jaws unit serviced by 5 Alarm Fire.  He is currently waiting on a quote for the remanufactured single power unit to supplement the dual power unit that is currently with the department.  Thompson also requested to have the jaws serviced out.
Cassel made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the transmission repair for the brush truck and also have the jaws unit to be serviced.  Motion carried.

· Mayor Elliott reported that a request to the Police Jury has been made to replace a culvert on Tousley Drive.  
· Police Report - Chief Stott delivered the written Police report for September:  76 citations issued, $18,558.14 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 58 incidents, 3 arrest, 3 accident and 3 dog complaints. Chief Stott reported that he and Gavin need training hours and that he currently designing a program.  Stott also reported that Officer Obier currently has a 97% grade average at the academy.  Stott advised there is a concern of the residents 911 signs not being visible and wanted to remind all citizens of the importance of having their numbers visible for emergency responders.  Stott also reported that the intoxilizer is currently down, but the state has loaned one until it can be determined if it would be feasible to repair or if it will have to be replaced.  When he gets that information, he will report back to the council.  .

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.  


Cassel made a motion, second by Long to approve the occupational license for Behavioral Development Services, LLC – Lloyd Boudloche – 3006 Front Street.  Motion carried.

Long made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the occupational license for Ollamerican BBQ- Christopher Tyler – 5255 Rosefield Road.  Motion carried.


Cassel made a motion, second by Bailey to open the public hearing for Ordinance 2015-005 – An Ordinance to release easement of a certain alley located in the Town of Olla known as the Hardtner Tannehill 2nd addition, lots 1 through 8 of block 12.  Motion carried.


Cassel made a motion, second by Bailey to close the public hearing.  Motion carried.

Cassel made a motion, second by Long to adopt ordinance 2015-005 – An ordinance to release easement of a certain alley located in the Town of Olla known as the Hardtner Tannehill 2nd addition, lots 1 through 8 of block 12.  Roll Call Vote:  4 yay and 1 absent.  Motion carried.


Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey to approve the August and September 2015 financial statements as presented.  Motion carried.


Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.


Mayor Elliott reported that the Homecoming parade will be Friday, October 16th and that the town will have a float for those wanting to ride.  Saturday is the downtown homecoming celebration.  Elliott announced that Councilmember, Joe Rachal will be presented the 2015 Blue Cross Blue Shield Angel Award for community service and that the presentation will take place during opening ceremonies for downtown homecoming beginning at 10 a.m.  Elliott announced that the Olla fair will begin Wednesday, October 21st and that Town Clerk, Wendy Allbritton will be attending the Clerks Institute next week.  Mayor Elliott reported that in the council folders they would find the results of the recent DHH Sanitary Survey.  These items will need to be addressed within 90 days from the date received which was September 11, 2015.  The gate at well 3 needs to be replaced and well 4 needs a gate installed.  The overflow pipe has caused erosion at the storage tank on Plum Street, which needs to be filled.  Well 3 and 4 need pressure gauges and well 4 needs a handle.  Well 3 is not 12 inches above ground, and this is currently being addressed.  A splash pad is needed for the ground storage tank on Plum Street.  The chlorine building needs an inspection window and louvered air vents installed near the ceiling and they recommend that well 4 be painted.  
Long made a motion, second by Cassel to enter into executive session at 7:17 p.m. to discuss litigation matters.  Motion carried.


Long made a motion, second by Cassel to enter back into regular session with no action being taken in executive session at 7:33 p.m.  Motion carried.


Rachal made a motion, second by Bailey to amend the rules and add German Pellet to the agenda.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second Long to grant German Pellets a 90 day extension and show proof that monies have been put in the escrow account and that after 90 days, the property will go back on the open market.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Cassel to adjourn at 7:35 p.m.  Motion carried.
