Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, November 13, 2018, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Joe Rachal, Madge Bailey, Joel Sims, and Anthony Fenoli. Absent: Mark Richardson. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the October 2018 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the October 2018 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the October 2018 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson delivered the written fire report for October. All fire department equipment is in operational condition, with the exception of Tanker 3. The Department responded to 7 alarms in October. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in the month of October, as well as a 8 hour LSU Class.  
· Police Report – The October 2018 police report was given by Chief John Stott. 72 citations issued, $15221.76 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 62 incidents, 4 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the October 2018 Superintendent’s report. 

Sims made a motion, second by Rachal, to ADOPT Resolution 2018-010 – A Resolution granting Mayor Rhonda Elliott the authority to sign any and all documents pertaining to the CWEF Grant FY 2018-2019. This grant is for a Mag Meter and Flow Pace Valve for the chlorine system.  Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to ADOPT Resolution 2018-011 – A Resolution granting Mayor Rhonda Elliott the authority to submit an application to the Clean Water State Revolving Fund for renovation of Town of Olla lift stations. Motion carried. 


Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit renewal for Alkies, LLC – Richard Meredith – 1783 Louisiana Street. Motion carried

Mr. Bernard Miller, Mr. Billy Talley, and Mr. Mike McCartney all received Quilts of Valor that were hand-made by our Ladies Quilting Club.
