Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, December 13, 2016, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; Chief Stott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Wendy Allbritton called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott,  Al Cassels, Anthony Fenoli and Joe Rachal.  Absent: Madge Bailey and Mark Richardson.  Various members of the public were present.


Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the agenda as amended, amendment being  add item #11A, to approve the 2016 September, October and November financial statements and to delete under item #10 appointing Town Superintendent. 

There being no presentations or comments from the public, Mayor Elliott proceeded with the next item.

Rachal made a motion, second by Cassels to approve the November 8, 2016 monthly meeting minutes.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Anders Thompson delivered the written fire report for November:  The department responded to 8 alarms; all fire department equipment is in operational condition.  There have been no changes in the membership for the department.  The department and department members attended a business meeting and two training meetings, as well as a 3 hour LSU class. Thompson appreciated everyone coming to the annual fireman’s dinner  
· Police Report – Chief Stott delivered the written Police report for November:  111 citations issued, $18,558.14 was collected in fines and court costs, department responded to 38 incidents, 6 arrest, and 4 dog complaints.  Chief Stott reported that   LSU and LA Commission of Highway Safety came and set up software on the police computers next door allowing the officer to enter the incident information at the scene and it will update at no expense to the town.  Stott reported that the 2008 Crown Victoria is in need of a new front end and an alignment.
· Public Works Report:  Joseph Jeter delivered the written Public Works report for November.  Jeter reported there were 47 work orders issued for the month and only 2 remain uncompleted.  Jeter reported that LRWA came to help find a solution to get sewer service to a new residential property.  The sewer line was smoked and a camera was used to find the nearest point to tap.  Jeter also reported that he is inquiring into getting all of the water and sewer lines on GPS through google maps.
· Police Jury Request:  Mayor Elliott reported that a request for a culvert for the intersection of Gum and Olive Street was sent in for the month of November.  

      Fenoli made a motion, second by Cassels to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.
      Cassels made a motion, second by Rachal to renew the water rate contract with Pleasant Ridge at the same rate of $3.50 per 1000 gallons.  Motion carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the occupational license for Jody’s Barber Shop – Jody P. Johnston – 4193 Main Street 165. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Cassels to approve the occupational license for Callender Girl – Jennifer Nicole Callender – 2255 Central Avenue.  Motion carried.
Cassels made a motion, second by Rachal to appoint Dorroh & Kendrick Law Firm as the official attorney for the Town of Olla for the year 2017.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Cassels to appoint Wendy Allbritton as the Town Clerk for 2017 for the Town of Olla.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to appoint Dan Cornett as the 2017 Town Magistrate for the Town of Olla.  Motion carried.

Cassels made a motion, second by Fenoli to appoint L.J. Rachal as the 2017 Mayor Pro-Tem for the Town of Olla.  Motion carried.

Cassels made a motion, second by Fenoli to appoint Sandy Carraway as Commissioner of the Olla Housing Authority, term to expire 12/31/2121.  Motion carried.
Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli to approve the November 2016 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Rachal to approve the 2016 September, October and November financial statements as presented.  Motion carried.

Mayor Elliott reported that she had been in contact with Frank Willis and he has reported that the sewer plant in in complete compliance.  She also reported that notification was received to proceed in the advertisement for bids for the LCDBG sewer project.  Elliott announced that both the Senior Citizens’ Dinner and Christmas in the Courtyard were a success and thanked all who helped and participated.  Mayor Elliott also reminded the Council and employees of the required one (1) hour ethics training and to make sure to get the certificate to the Town Clerk before December 31st.  
Rachal made a motion, second by Fenoli to adjourn at 7:22 p.m.  Motion carried.
