Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, December 12, 2017, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order; Mayor Elliott opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joel Sims, Joe Rachal, Mark Richardson. Anthony Fenoli was not present. Various members of the public were present.


Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
 
            Bailey made a motion, second by Richardson, to approve the November 14, 2017 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Rachal made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the November 2017 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Rachal, to approve the November 2017 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Thompson delivered the written fire report for November.  All fire department equipment is in operational condition, with the exception of Engine 3 that is still under repair.  There have been no changes in membership for the department in November. The Department responded to 5 alarms. The department members attended a business meeting, two training meetings and a 3 hour LSU class for the month of November. Chief Thompson asked if the council would approve the purchase of a new hose reel, as the old one could not be repaired. Sims made a motion, second by Rachal, to purchase the needed hose reel.  The department wished everyone a joyous and safe Christmas and New Year. 
· Police Report – Mayor Elliott delivered the written police report for November. 113 citations issued, $25046.00 was collected in fines and court costs, the department responded to 41 incidents, 6 arrests, 4 accidents and 5 dog complaints.
· Public Works Department – Superintendent Joseph Jeter delivered the report for the month of November. Jeter stated that several leaks have been fixed this past week. The sewer plant is up and running, and all looks good. The new restroom at the Farmers Market has been plumbed, and we are awaiting Spicer Electric to come and take care of the electrical hook-up. Jeter stated that debris/bricks have fallen into some of the manholes that were recently worked on during the raising of the manholes. Jeter is going to check all of the manholes that were raised for debris to prevent future issues. 
   
Sims made a motion, second by Rachal, to accept the reports as presented.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Bailey, second by Rachal, to appoint Sandra Murphy as Commissioner of the Housing Authority with the term expiring December 31, 2022.  Motion carried. 
Mayor Elliott announced that she would like to send out a big “thank you” to all of the sponsors that gave donations, helping make the December 7, 2017 Senior Christmas Dinner a success. Mayor Elliott also took the time to thank the Olla First Baptist Church for allowing us the use of their fellowship hall. We had a great turn out and everyone seemed to enjoy themselves. 

The Christmas Parade and Courtyard Christmas will be held this Saturday, December 16, 2017, beginning with the crowning of Miss Merry Christmas in the Courtyard, immediately followed by the parade and a visit from Santa and Ms. Claus. There will be food vendors and entertainment. Everyone is invited! 

Mayor Elliott also announced that a new roof has been put on the Town Hall and the Olla Police Department Substation. 
Mayor Elliott announced that the Town Hall will be closed Friday, December 22, 2017 for Christmas, and will re-open Tuesday, December 26, 2017. The Town Hall will also be closed for New Years, December 29, 2017, and will re-open Tuesday, January 2, 2017. Mayor Elliott wished everyone a Merry Christmas and a happy New Year!
