Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, January 08, 2019, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joel Sims, Anthony Fenoli, Michael Duke, and Ashley Crawford. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the December 2018 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the December 2018 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Duke made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the December 2018 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson delivered the written fire report for December. There has been no membership changes in the department. Tanker 1 needs a new drive shaft as it broke at a structure fire in Tullos on January 08, 2019. The department is mounting a portable pump on it to get it back in service and plans to put an inline pump in once Tanker 3’s repairs are complete. The Department responded to 3 alarms in December. The department members attended a business meeting, and one training meetings in the month of December.  
· Police Report – The December 2018 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 69 citations issued, $13804.12 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 22 incidents, 0 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the December 2018 Superintendent’s report. 
· Police Jury Request – Mayor Elliott reported that a request has been sent for a culvert to be placed at Hollis Street. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.


Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims to appoint Dorroh and Kendrick Law Firm as the official attorney for Town of Olla .  Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to appoint Sonya Kennon as the Town Clerk for 2019 for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 


Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to appoint Dan Cornett as the 2019 Town Magistrate for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 


Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to appoint Joel Sims as the 2019 Mayor Pro-Tem for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 


Mayor Elliott welcomed the new Council Members and new Chief-of-Police aboard, and let them know that if they needed anything, to please let us know here at the Town Hall. Mayor Elliott thanked the Inauguration Committee for the wonderful reception that was given in honor of all the newly elected officials. A lot of hard work and preparation went into this event. 

Mayor Elliott received notice that the grant that she had applied for to get a new public works vehicle had been partially funded. The remainder will come from our Public Works Reserve account. Mayor Elliott reported that we received the results for our THMs for the month of December and we passed both testing sites—the one on Rosefield Road and the one on Highway 127. However, we have to send out notices because it must pass for 4 consecutive quarters. Once that takes place, the cards will no longer need to be sent. We are now online with the Medora Mixer/aerator, so hopefully we will continue to pass our testing. Mayor Elliott let the council know that she has received an email from Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) about the shelter. It is leaking and has ruined some cots. Mayor Elliott met with one company already and is in the process of getting other bids. Regardless, the town will have to get a bond to fix it.
