Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, April 09, 2019, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Ashley Crawford, and Anthony Fenoli, Joel Sims and Michael Duke. Various members of the public were present.

Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the March 2019 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the March 2019 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the March 2019 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson gave the written fire report for March. Chief Thompson stated there had been no changes in membership. All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 5 alarms in March. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in March. 
· Police Report – The March 2019 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 180 citations issued, $28564.63 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 40 incidents, 5 arrests, and 5 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the March 2019 Superintendent’s report. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.


Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to ADOPT Resolution 2019-005 – A resolution adopting the Town of Olla Cafeteria Plan. Motion carried. 

Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to ADOPT Ordinance 2019-002, an ordinance prohibiting the possession of  drug paraphernalia, such as equipment, products, and materials of any kind which are used, intended for use, or designed for use, in planting, propagating, cultivating, growing, harvesting, manufacturing, compounding, converting, producing, processing, preparing, testing, analyzing, packaging, repackaging, storing, containing, concealing, injecting inhaling, or otherwise introducing into the human body a controlled substance in violation of the act (meaning the Controlled Substances Act of this state, as scheduled in R. S. 40:964. Motion carried. 


Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to ADOPT Ordinance 2019-003, an ordinance prohibiting any person to be in possession of marijuana, or having it under his control. Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to ADOPT Ordinance 2019-004, an ordinance Amending Chapter 18 Traffic and Motor Vehicles, of the Code of Ordinances or the Town of Olla, Louisiana. Providing the allowance of “Carts” to be permitted by the Town of Olla and be allowed to be driven on the streets within the Town of Olla corporate limits with 35 or under speed limit.   Motion carried. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli, to issue a Proclamation proclaiming the month of April as Fair Housing Month. Motion carried. 

 
Mayor Elliott announced that the Town of Olla will receive a Mini-Grant from the Louisiana Healthy Communities Coalition Mini-Grant program. With this grant, we will be able to purchase one additional table and chair set for the Courtyard. Mayor Elliott also announced that the Town of Olla has been approved for the FY 2019 LCDBG (Louisiana Community Development Block Grant) for $342,000. These funds will rehabilitate 4 streets in the town -- Olive, Washington, Jefferson, and Lincoln. There is a 6 month contract period for this grant so construction will not begin probably until after the first of the year. This grant was applied for in 2017, but was not funded. The Town of Olla reapplied in October of 2018 and received confirmation that we were going to be funded last week. 
Crawford made a motion, second by Duke to adjourn at 7:50 p.m. Motion carried.
