Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, August 13, 2019, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, and Michael Duke, Anthony Fenoli, and Joel Sims. Absent: Ashley Crawford. Various members of the public were present.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda. Motion carried. 
Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the July 2019 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the July 2019 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the July 2019 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Joseph Thompson gave the written fire report for July. Chief Thompson stated there had been no changes in membership. All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 3 alarms in July. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in July, as well as a 3 hour LSU class. Chief Thompson announced that the department has started pulling maintenance on the fire hydrants, and will begin flow testing soon. 
· Police Report – The July 2019 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 139 citations issued, $26455.98 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 47 incidents, 7 arrests, and 4 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the July 2019 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott announced that she has been getting quotes for a new Chlorine Analyzer with an Integralert Monitoring System and a VFD and Pressure Transmitter that will alert us each time chlorine falls, pressure is low, low tank level, lost pressure, etc. It will analyze chlorine every 30 minutes, so if the chlorine level drops, it immediately alerts us. The VFD will also save money on the Entergy bill, instead of it spiking on and off, it will remain at a constant pressure which will stabilize the injectors. The total cost of equipment and installation is $15053.00. Duke made a motion, second by Sims, to purchase the Chlorine Analyzer and Pressure Transmitter. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the reports as presented. Motion

carried.   


Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to INTRODUCE Ordinance 2019-008 and Schedule and Public Hearing. September 10, 2019 at 7:00 P.M. – An Ordinance adopting the addition of Policy 2019-115 Disaster IT and Data Recovery and Protection Policy for the Financial Policies and Procedures Manual for the Town of Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.

 
Mayor Elliott took the opportunity to congratulate Mr. Joe Thompson for being officially installed as the President of the LSFA this past weekend, at the 115th LSFA Convention in New Orleans. Mayor Elliott announced to the council, that she had a conference call with both Union Pacific and DOTD officials. They have been surveying both the Louisiana Street and Cypress Street crossings. If the redesign plans are approved, work will be done quickly according to Mr. Shrewsberry. They are looking at gating Highway 125 and the Woodyard Road crossings possibly next year, and also looking into closing the Sandy Drive crossing because of safety reasons.   Mayor Elliott also told the council that we had to add Cyber Protection to our liability policy because of many threats of Ransomware that has been shutting down different agencies. Mayor Elliott asked that anyone wishing to have a vendor booth at our Downtown Homecoming to please contact the Olla Town Hall. Ashley Crawford has been working on getting vendors for this event. We are working on Homecoming activities and we need volunteers to work in the coke booth for the town. Please contact Ashley Crawford if you are interested in working the coke booth, as she has the sign-in sheet.  
Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to adjourn at 7:15 p.m. Motion carried.
