Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, November 12, 2019, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Pro-Tem Joel Sims called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Pro-Tem Joel Sims, Madge Bailey, Michael Duke, and Anthony Fenoli. Various members of the public were present.

 Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the agenda. Motion carried.

Presentations and Comments from the Public: 

· John Vercher –  Audit Report: Mr. Vercher informed the Town of Olla that they received a good clean report. Mr. Vercher congratulated the Mayor and Staff on an exemplary job.

Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the October 2019 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Duke made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the October 2019 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the October 2019 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Joe Thompson gave the written fire report for October. Thompson stated there had been no changes in membership. All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 3 alarms in October. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in October, as well as a 3 hour LSU class. Chief Thompson stated that the OVFD received the grading from Property and Casualty Insurance Association, with the grading being a Class 5. Chief Thompson said the department has several questions and has full intentions of contacting them to see what can be done to improve the grading.   
· Police Report – The October 2019 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 86 citations issued, $24287.80 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 40 incidents, 3 arrests, and 2 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Pro-Tem Joel Sims delivered the October 2019 Superintendent’s report.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Speedy Mac’s – Chris McDougald/Four M Oil Company – 4238 Main Street. Motion carried. 


Duke made a motion, second by Fenoli, to ADOPT Resolution 2019-011 – A Resolution granting Mayor Rhonda Elliott the authority to submit an application for the Community Water Enrichment Fund Program, and sign any and all documents pertaining to the CWEF Grant FY 2019-2020. Motion carried. 


Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli, to ADOPT Resolution 2019-012 -- A Resolution granting Mayor Rhonda Elliott the authority to submit an application for the 2019-2020 Louisiana Government Assistance Program, and sign any and all documents pertaining to the 2019-2020 LGAP Program. Motion carried.
