Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, December 10, 2019, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Rhonda Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Rhonda Elliott, Joel Sims, Michael Duke, and Anthony Fenoli. Absent: Madge Bailey. Various members of the public were present.

 Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the agenda. Motion carried.

Presentations and Comments from the Public: 

·   Tim Lasiter – Mr. Lasiter, along with Jeffrey Lasiter, spoke with the council on

            Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the November 2019 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the November 2019 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the November 2019 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Joe Thompson gave the written fire report for November. Thompson stated there had been no changes in membership. All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 11 alarms in November. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in November, as well as an 8 hour LSU class. Chief Thompson thanked all who came to the Fireman’s Banquet, and wished all a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year. 
· Police Report – The November 2019 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 108 citations issued, $18092.37 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 53 incidents, 9 arrests, and 4 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the November 2019 Superintendent’s report. 
Duke made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the appointment of Shannon Williams as Commissioner of the Housing Authority of the Town of Olla, with the term to expire December 31, 2024. Motion carried.
Duke made a motion, second by Fenoli, to renew the water rate contract with Pleasant Ridge at the same rate of $3.50 per 1000 gallons.  Motion carried. 

Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to renew the water rate contract with Town of Urania Water System at the same rate of $3.50 per 1000 gallons. Motion carried. 

 
Mayor Elliott gave the Mayor’s Comments, and announced that the annual Sr. Christmas Dinner was held Thursday night, December 5th and was enjoyed by 80 plus senior citizens. The count was down somewhat due to illness, and we have lost several of our faithful citizens that attended in past years. Mayor Elliott announced the crowning of Miss Merry Christmas at 5:15 P.M. this Saturday night, December 14th, on the stage in the Courtyard, with the Olla Christmas Parade following at 6:00 P.M. A movie “The Star” will be shown in the Courtyard after visits with Santa and Ms. Claus. Mayor Elliott invited all to come out and join the fun. Advertising for bids for the street reconstruction project (Olive, Jefferson, Washington and Lincoln) will begin December 11th and will run consecutively for three weeks in the paper. Bid opening will be January 14, 2020.
