Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, January 14, 2020, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Rhonda Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Rhonda Elliott, Joel Sims, Michael Duke, and Madge Bailey. Absent: Anthony Fenoli. Various members of the public were present.

 Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the agenda. Motion carried.

            Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the December 2019 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Duke made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the December 2019 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the December 2019 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Joe Thompson gave the written fire report for December. Thompson stated they have had 2 new members join the department.  All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 11 alarms in December. The department members attended a business meeting, and one training meeting in December. Chief Thompson stated that the department had responded to 58 alarms for the 2019 year. 
· Police Report – The December 2019 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 116 citations issued, $19029.25 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 61 incidents, 5 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. Chief Smith stated that the department has been approved for a grant through Fire House Subs, allowing the department four AED’s (Automated External Defibrillator).
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the December 2019 Superintendent’s report. 
Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to appoint Dorroh & Kendrick Law Firm as the official attorney for the Town of Olla for the year 2020. Motion carried.
Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to appoint Sonya Kennon as the 2020 Town Clerk for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 

Duke made a motion, second by Sims, to appoint Dan Cornett as the 2020 Town Magistrate for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford to appoint Joel Sims as the 2020 Mayor Pro-Tem for the Town of Olla. Motion carried. 

Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Smoker’s Paradise – Azam Popatiya – 3530 Highway 165 . Motion carried.


 
Mayor Elliott stated that she has been approached by Mr. Whiteside from Illinois, wanting the town to draw up a resolution recommending a designation of one day each year as a legal holiday for the Native American Indians. The council gave permission to proceed with this matter. Mayor Elliott announced the bid opening was held this morning, January 14, 2020, for the LCDBG 2019 street project – encompassing Olive Street, Washington, Lincoln, and Jefferson Streets. At next month’s meeting, Mayor Elliott will be asking the council to accept the bid from the lowest bidder for this project. Mayor Elliott also announced that she signed the DOTD permit for the sidewalk, curb and fencing project that is to be funded with Capital Outlay funds. Mayor Elliott is hopeful this is the last hurdle before we are able to let bids for this project. It will entail new sidewalks from the corner of Highway 125-127 to the corner of Highway 125 and Louisiana Street. The project will provide handicap parking and ramp access, new sidewalks, new pavement in the courtyard, courtyard fencing and handicap parking at the Farmer’s Market. There will also be ramp access from the Farmer’s Market to the courtyard and ramp access from the Front Street sidewalk to the courtyard. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to adjourn at 7:21 P.M. Motion carried.
