Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, February 11, 2020, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Rhonda Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Rhonda Elliott, Joel Sims, Michael Duke, Anthony Fenoli, and Madge Bailey. Various members of the public were present.

Crawford made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda. Motion carried.

            Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the January 2020 regular meeting minutes.  Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the January 2020 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the January 2020 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Joe Thompson gave the written fire report for January 2020. Thompson stated that there had been no changes of membership in the department.  All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 1 alarm in January. The department members attended a business meeting, and two training meetings in January. 
· Police Report – The January 2020 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 91 citations issued, $15,735.88 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 49 incidents, 0 arrests, and 2 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the January 2020 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated the town had received the Operational Evaluation Level’s and Report for the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd quarter, and we are in compliance. The Health Department, however, will continue to monitor quarterly for another year. 
Duke made a motion, second by Sims, to adopt Resolution 2020-001: A resolution awarding the contract for the new Block Grant project to Regional Construction, LLC, and giving Mayor Rhonda Elliott authorization to sign all documents pertaining to this project. Motion carried.
Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to adopt Resolution 2020-002: A resolution enacting a legal holiday for the Native American Indians. Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the employee health benefit renewal with Blue Cross Blue Shield. Motion carried.


 Mayor Elliott stated that she had received an email regarding the streetscape project. She was advised that there would have to be a resubmittal of the plans revising the parking area. DOTD has certain requirements that must be met and the plans will have to be approved in Baton Rouge. Regarding the Block Grant concerning the street project, Mayor Elliott stated there should
be a pre-construction meeting within the next 30 days. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to adjourn at 7:16 P.M. Motion carried.
