Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, July 14, 2020, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Michael Duke, Ashley Crawford, and Anthony Fenoli. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the June 2020 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the June 2020 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the June 2020 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Joseph Thompson gave the written fire report for June 2020. Chief Thompson stated there had been no changes in membership. All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 5 alarms in June. 
· Police Report – The June 2020 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 85 citations issued for June, $19833.62 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 34 incidents, 3 arrests, and 5 dog complaints. In response to Chief Smith’s request for an Assistant Chief, council member Ashley Crawford questioned the Chief on the number of officers and hours they work. The Chief has received an application for the position. After much discussion, a motion was made by Sims, second by Bailey, to table the motion until more information was obtained. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the June 2020 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott announced that the town has received a new reagent chlorine analyzer. Mayor Elliott also stated that the weather had stalled the street project at the Olla Housing Authority this past week, but work has continued this week. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey to table the discussion as to whether Downtown Homecoming will be held this year or not, due to Covid-19 restrictions.  
Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the Pleasant Ridge Water Contract renewal. Motion carried.
Crawford made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the Town of Urania Water Contract renewal. Motion carried. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to open the public hearing regarding Ordinance 2020-007: An ordinance authorizing the issuance of not exceeding Eight Hundred Forty-Five Thousand Dollars ($845,000) of Taxable Sales Tax Bonds (DEQ), Series 2020, of the Town of Olla, State of Louisiana; prescribing the form, terms and conditions of said Bonds; providing for the payment thereof; awarding said Bonds to the purchaser thereof; authorizing the execution of a Loan and Pledge Agreement and other loan documents with the Louisiana  Department of Environmental Quality (the "Department"); providing for the delivery of the Bonds to the Department; and providing for other matters in connection therewith. Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to ADOPT Ordinance 2020-007: An ordinance authorizing the issuance of not exceeding Eight Hundred Forty-Five Thousand Dollars ($845,000) of Taxable Sales Tax Bonds (DEQ), Series 2020, of the Town of Olla, State of Louisiana; prescribing the form, terms and conditions of said Bonds; providing for the payment thereof; awarding said Bonds to the purchaser thereof; authorizing the execution of a Loan and Pledge Agreement and other loan documents with the Louisiana  Department of Environmental Quality (the "Department"); providing for the delivery of the Bonds to the Department; and providing for other matters in connection therewith. Motion Carried.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to award the Downtown Sidewalk Project to David Womack Contracting. Motion carried. 
Mayor Elliott announced that materials are on order to install the security measures for the Town Hall. This project is being funded through the LGAP grant (Local Government Assistance Program). Mayor Elliott also stated that the Commercial Building has had a few leaks, but due to it being under warranty, she has had the roofer back out to make repairs. They had to order more supplies and are continuing work on the building. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford to adjourn at 7:42 p.m. Motion carried.
