Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, August 11, 2020, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Michael Duke, and Anthony Fenoli. Absent: Madge Bailey and Ashley Crawford. Various members of the public were present.

Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried. 
Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the July 2020 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the July 2020 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the July 2020 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Mary Ann Thompson gave the written fire report for July 2020. Chief Thompson stated there had been one new membership to the department. All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 4 alarms in July. 
· Police Report – The July 2020 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 96 citations issued for June, $17142.86 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 42 incidents, 9 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the July 2020 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that she has received complaints from those that live nearby, about the smell coming from the sewer pond, and stated that it is from the hot dry weather we are having. The town is in the process of receiving quotes to install two aerators, but let the public know that the smell will intensify during the first month of operation. The mayor advised the council that there is a possibility of a lift station having to be moved at the request of the homeowners, resulting in charges between the amount of $75000 to $100,000, which will not be covered under the bond. 
Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims to ADOPT Resolution 2020-007: A resolution to adopt the Tax Millage for the tax year 2020.  
Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to cancel Downtown Homecoming this year due to Covid-19 and social distancing issues. Motion carried. 
Mayor Elliott announced that security measures have now been installed at the town hall through the LGAP grant, and each employee has been given an FOB that will grant entrance through the glass enclosure. This will alleviate walk-in traffic having access to the back offices, allowing only employee entrance. Mayor Elliot also stated that a new a/c unit has been installed at the Holloway Building and repairs made on Units 2 and 3. Mayor Elliott stated that the closing paperwork has been submitted on the 2019-2020 street project. The next Block grant is a million-dollar project for a 250,000 gallon glass-fused storage tank, electrical service, granular activated carbon treatment plant, fence piping an chlorination equipment. This will not only help to serve our water system, but also the other two systems that we serve. Mayor Elliott also stated that parish-wide garbage collection will begin sometime in November. The town is currently under contract with Waste Management until December 31, 2020. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims to adjourn at 7:36 p.m. Motion carried. 
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
