Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, November 10, 2020, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Anthony Fenoli, Madge Bailey, and Ashley Crawford. Joel Sims and Michael Duke were absent. Various members of the public were present.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. 

Presentations and Comments from the Public: 

· John Vercher – Audit Report: Mr. Vercher informed the Town of Olla that they received a good clean report. Mr. Vercher congratulated the Mayor and Staff on an exemplary job. 

Crawford made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the October 2020 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the October 2020 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the October 2020 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Mary Ann Thompson gave the written fire report for October 2020. Thompson stated there had been no change in membership for the month of October. All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 8 alarms in October. 
· Police Report – The October 2020 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 144 citations issued for October, $10750.88 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 54 incidents, 7 arrest, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the October 2020 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated the new drive unit at the oxidation pond has been installed and will go online next week
Mayor Elliott also stated the lift station project is set to begin next month. Mayor Elliott extended congratulations to Forrest Clay IV for passing his Level 1’s in Wastewater Collection and Treatment. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit Renewal for Smokers Paradise Plus, owned and operated by Albarkat Enterprises, Inc. – 3530 US Highway 165, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford to ADOPT Resolution 2020-010: A Resolution addressing administrative aspects of the proposed FY 2021 Louisiana Community Development Block Grant Project.  Motion carried. 
Mayor Elliott opened her comments requesting that each employee who has not already done so, to complete Ethics Training and Sexual Harassment Training for the year, and to please bring a copy to the Town of Olla to be put on file. Mayor Elliott stated that she has met with the Town of Olla’s insurance representative week before last, and he agreed that another adjuster needs to come in and re-evaluate the Dixie Center as the damage is more extensive than the first adjuster thought. Mayor Elliott contacted a restoration crew and they met with both our insurance representative, and Mayor Elliott to explain the extent of the damages. Mayor Elliott is now waiting on another adjuster to contact her. Mayor Elliott stated the town still has not received any monies from the insurance company to begin construction of the new Farmers’ Market. Work is progressing on the Courtyard, and work is proceeding on the LCDBG Grant 20/21, with the mapping of all households receiving water from the Town of Olla. 
Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey to adjourn at 7:18 p.m. Motion carried.
