Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, February 09, 2021, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order and opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Anthony Fenoli, Madge Bailey, and Ashley Crawford. Absent: Joel Sims and Michael Duke. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. 

There being no presentations or comments from the public, Mayor Elliott proceeded to the next item.
 Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the January 2021 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the January 2021 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Crawford made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the January 2021 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Ray Atwell gave the written fire report for January 2021. Thompson stated they have had 3 new members join the department. All equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 5 alarms in January. 
· Police Report – The January 2021 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 95 citations issued for January 2021, $20635.55 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 48 incidents, 4 arrest, and 2 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the January 2021 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that she received the quote from Gulf States for labor for removal and installation of the large sprocket and chain on both sides of the sewer plant. It is estimated on the high side, using five ten-hour days for travel, set-up time and onsite labor coming in at $16900.00. Mayor Elliott also stated that the Taylor Street and Jackson Street lift stations have been renovated and are back online, and Dixie Overland Construction, LLC is currently working on the London Street lift station.   
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the Occupational License for Bullard Drug and Wellness, LLC, owned and operated by Matthew & Ashley Bullard - 3515 Main Street (Highway 165), Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Occupational License for Twisted T Treasures, owned and operated by Lena Thornton Henry – 2870 Church Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to not approve the sale of land assessment #12259 near the intersection of Highway 165 and Highway 127. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the employee health benefit renewal with Blue Cross Blue Shield. Motion carried.

Mayor Elliott stated that the contractor for the Sidewalk/Courtyard project broke up an area of the courtyard that was “ponding” and repoured it. It is much better, but still holding water. They are now working on the sidewalks in front of the old bank building and dime store areas.
Mayor Elliott stated that the owner of the old bank building has been in constant contact with her and he has already contacted a building contractor and our building inspector and plans are being made to move forward with refurbishing the building. Since then, someone has been in contact with her wanting to purchase the building and restore it themselves. The owner was calling to speak with them that day. Mayor Elliott is excited that we are going to be able to save another building in the Historic District. 
Mayor Elliott stated that the owner of the other building that has been condemned does not want to sell it and stated she wants to refurbish it but does not have the funds. Two people have contacted Mayor Elliott interested in purchasing the building which is basically just the walls and restoring it. 

Mayor Elliott has received notification that the insurance company will be getting a check out to the Town of Olla by the end of the week. Mayor Elliott has met with the restoration company about what will be done inside of the Dixie Center. It will have to be completely gutted and treated for mold and mildew. They also discussed what will be done with the ceiling in the Dixie Center.
Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford to enter executive session at 7:23 p.m.  Motion carried.
Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey to re-enter regular session at 7:39 p.m., there being no action taken during executive session.  Motion carried.
Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to adjourn at 7:39 p.m. Motion carried.
