Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, May 11, 2021, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Mr. Walter Dorroh opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Ashley Crawford, Anthony Fenoli. Absent: Joel Sims and Michael Duke. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.


There being no presentations or comments from the public, Mayor Elliott proceeded to the next item.


 Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the April 2021 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the April 2021 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Crawford made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the April 2021 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Asst. Chief Ray Atwell gave the written fire report for April 2021. Atwell stated there had been no changes in membership and stated that all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 7 alarms in April. 
· Police Report – The April 2021 police report was given by Chief Daniel Smith. 114 citations issued for April 2021, $25,714.27.78 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 20 incidents, 3 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the April 2021 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that we have money left over from the Sewer Project and it will be enough to install VFD (variable frequency drive) on the larger lift stations. Mayor Elliott stated the Track hoe has been picked up from the shop and is now in operational condition. Mayor Elliott has contacted the Police Jury about trying to get the rest of the limbs picked up and is trying to get the town mowed and weed eating done but the weather has hindered these projects. 
· Police Jury Request – Mayor Elliott reported that two requests were sent in: A request for repairs to Jackson Street, and a request for repairs to Sims Street.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the reports as presented.      Motion carried.
The Public Hearing for property located at 2914 Front Street was rescheduled for the June 08, 2021 meeting. 
Mayor Elliott delivered the Budget Message for the fiscal year July 1, 2021 - June 30, 2022, and the amended budget for fiscal year July 1, 2020 – June 30, 2021.
Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to Introduce Ordinance 2021-001 and schedule a Public Hearing, June 08, 2021 at 7:00 P.M. An ordinance adopting the annual budget of revenues and expenditures for the fiscal year July 01, 2021 to June 30, 2022 and amend the budget for fiscal year July 01, 2020 to June 30, 2021, for the Town of Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried. 

Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the Occupational License for Seaward’s Automotive Repair, owned and operated by Jamey Devin Seaward – 2880 Front Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the Occupational License for Edible Delights! LLC, owned and operated by Amanda Sunderland – 2569 Central Avenue, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Mayor Elliott stated that Sexual Harassment Training and Ethics Training needs to be completed and certificates turned in to the town hall as soon as possible, and that Financial Disclosures must be turned in by the 15th of May 2021. 
Mayor Elliott stated she had been contacted by the State of Louisiana about the Commercial Building on Highway 165. Upon arriving, they found multiple leaks due to the ice storm that had caused damage to some cots and tables being stored there. The contractor that had repaired the roof last year was contacted and said the warranty work did not cover ice damage. The state also said that there were 5 air conditioning units that were not working. Mayor Elliott contacted the contractor and he found that they were the older units that had not been replaced and was unsure that parts were available. The units referenced are 20-ton units and cost for one unit is $29,000.00. 
Mayor Elliott stated that OHA (Olla Housing Authority) had contacted her in reference to the street leading into the complex “pumping water”. Regional Construction was contacted, and they will be going out to repair these areas as soon as it is dry enough. The project manager went out and walked over the complex and found four (4) areas that needed to be addressed. 
Crawford made a motion, second by Fenoli, to adjourn at 7:21 p.m. Motion carried.
