Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, October 12, 2021, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street.  Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll.  Present: Mayor Elliott, Ashley Crawford, Joel Sims, Anthony Fenoli, and Michael Duke. Absent: Madge Bailey. Various members of the public were present.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried.

Crawford made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the September 2021 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the September 2021 bills as presented.  Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the September 2021 financial statement as presented.  Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Joe Thompson gave the written fire report for September 2021. Chief Thompson stated there had been no changes in membership to the department and stated that all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 0 alarms in September. Chief Thompson stated the department plans to have a New Year’s Eve firework display this year.  

· Police Report – The September 2021 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 107 citations issued for September 2021, $18,271.55 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 21 incidents, 1 arrest, and 5 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the September 2021 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated the replacement pump and valves have been installed for the Jackson Street lift station, as well as the VFD’s for Louisiana Street and Hope Street lift stations. Mayor Elliott stated that we are in the process of closing out the CWSRF (Clean Water State Revolving Fund/DEQ project with Dixie Overland. Mayor Elliott let the council know that we were able to rework a motor needed for the aerator at the sewer pump that had went out, so we did not have to purchase a new one. 
Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to open the Public Hearing regarding Ordinance 2021-004: An ordinance authorizing the sale of certain surplus property in accordance with LRS-33:4712, located behind property belonging to Otha Neel Allen and Glenda Joyce Allen on Olive Street. Motion Carried

There being no comments or questions from the public, Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to close the Public Hearing regarding Ordinance 2021-004: An ordinance authorizing the sale of certain surplus property in accordance with LRS-33:4712, located behind property belonging to Otha Neel Allen and Glenda Joyce Allen on Olive Street.  Motion Carried.

Duke made a motion, second by Fenoli, to ADOPT Ordinance 2021-004: An ordinance authorizing the sale of certain surplus property in accordance with LRS-33:4712, located behind property belonging to Otha Neel Allen and Glenda Joyce Allen on Olive Street. Motion Carried.
Duke made a motion, second by Crawford, to ADOPT Resolution 2021-008: A Resolution authorizing Sonya Kennon and Rhonda Wise to sign for Request for Payment for LCDBG 2021 funds and to authorize Mayor Rhonda Elliott as the official certifying officer for the LCDBG 2021 Grant. Motion carried. 


Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit Renewal for Alkies LLC, owned and operated by Mr. James Richard Meredith – 1783 Louisiana Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.


A discussion was held concerning the Senior Christmas Dinner, and it was decided that we will be holding the dinner this year in hopes of bringing some normalcy back to the community. Mayor Elliott and the Council also decided to have the Courtyard Christmas and Parade this year.
