Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, November 09, 2021, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 1907 Louisiana Street. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Madge Bailey, and Michael Duke. Absent: Ashley Crawford and Anthony Fenoli. Various members of the public were present.



Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Presentations and Comments from the Public: 

· John Vercher – Audit Report: Mr. Vercher informed the Town of Olla that they received the best audit we could have. Mr. Vercher congratulated the Mayor and Staff on an exemplary job.

Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the October 2021 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the October 2021 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the October 2021 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Joe Thompson gave the written fire report for October 2021. Chief Thompson stated there had been no changes in membership to the department and stated that all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 4 alarms in October.
· Police Report – The October 2021 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 178 citations issued for October 2021, $24,717.75 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 12 incidents, 0 arrest, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the October 2021 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott reported that the aerator/mixer is down at the water plant and is getting bids on repairing it. Mayor Elliott stated the Water Sector grant has been submitted to help defray the expenses of the up-coming water plant construction. Things have increasingly become more expensive since the grant was submitted, so Mayor Elliott has applied for the water sector grant to fund the difference, requiring a 25% match. The LCDBG grant will be used for the match. The town will be responsible for the consultant fees. In addition, if that funding does not come through, Mayor Elliott has applied for the WIIN (Water Infrastructure Improvements for the Nation) grant which is $100,000.00 to help defray the cost. 
Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to ADOPT Resolution 2021-009: A Resolution ADOPTING the LaSalle parish Hazard Mitigation Plan 2021. Motion carried.
Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Letter of Acceptance for the Town of Olla Wastewater Facility regarding the State Water Revolving Loan Fund (CWSRF). Motion Carried. 

Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit Renewal for Speedy Mac’s, owned and operated by Chris McDougald/Four M Oil – 4238 Main Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.


Mayor Elliott announced that the structural engineer has submitted his report for the Farmers’ Market, and he said that helical piles need to be installed next to the slab by the columns. This means drilling down and anchoring a huge screw to tie into the existing slab. Mayor Elliott is waiting on an estimate from him and hopes work will begin on the Farmers’ Market soon. 
 

Mayor Elliott announced that the Senior Citizen Christmas Dinner will be held Thursday, December 09, 2021, with registration beginning at 5:30 pm. The Christmas parade will be Saturday, December 18, 2021, with line-up beginning at 5:30 pm at Olla Elementary. Anyone interested in entering a float or vehicle is welcome to do so. 

Duke made a motion, second by Sims, to adjourn at 7:37 P.M. Motion carried.
