Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, March 08, 2022, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Mr. Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Anthony Fenoli, Madge Bailey, Ashley Crawford, Joel Sims, and Michael Duke. Various members of the public were present.



Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried. 

 Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the February 2022 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the February 2022 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the February 2022 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Ray Atwell gave the written fire report for February 2022. Atwell stated that all equipment is in operational condition and there has been no change in membership for the month. The department responded to 6 alarms in February. 
· Police Report – The February 2022 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 51 citations issued for February 2022, $25261.23 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 8 incidents, 0 arrests, and 4 dog complaints. Chief O’Bier asked the council to consider hiring one full-time employee, Damien Moore, and one part-time employee, Brandon Hines. After a lengthy discussion, a motion was made by Fenoli, second by Crawford, to amend the agenda to include hiring Deputy Moore and Deputy Hines as employees of the Olla Police Department. Motion carried.
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the February 2022 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated the portable by-pass pump for the new lift stations that was purchased through the LGAP grant came in last week. 
Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Fenoli to ADOPT Resolution 2022-002: A resolution adopting the Town of Olla Cafeteria Plan. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Occupational License for Bubba’s Pour Decisions, owned and operated by Jessica C. Davis and James Bradford - 4344 Main Street (Highway 165), Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried with a 3-2 vote. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the Occupational License for Bradford’s Burger Barn, owned and operated by James Bradford – 4308 Main Street (Highway 165), Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried. 



A discussion was held in reference to a digital billboard being put up on Highway 165 in Olla. Fenoli made a motion, seconded by Crawford to allow Shuler Consulting to have a 50-ft right-of-way, in exchange for the town and schools being able to use the digital billboard free of charge, which would normally cost $400 per month. 
Mayor Elliott stated the town has received the Water Sector Grant in the amount of $256,000 to be used toward the new water treatment plant that is being built. 
Mayor Elliott stated that there will be a company coming in Wednesday to begin to shrink wrap the building that were damaged in the hurricanes. They are waiting for clearance on the Hurricane Shelter before beginning that project. 

Mayor Elliott announced that we are now in our new building, located at 2628 Central Avenue. We are still trying to get organized but making great progress. We are open for business although we are still experiencing difficulties with our phone lines. We have a drive thru for people who do not want to come in and also a drop box located at the end of the drive thru for convenience. 
Crawford made a motion, second by Sims, to adjourn at 7:26 p.m. Motion carried.
