Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, June 14, 2021, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Joel Sims, and Ashley Crawford. Absent: Anthony Fenoli and Michael Duke. Various members of the public were present.

Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the May 2022 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the May 2022 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the May 2022 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Joe Thompson gave the written fire report for May 2022. Chief Thompson stated there had been one new member added and stated that all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 1 alarm in May. 
· Police Report – The May 2022 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 223 citations issued for May 2022, $26940.55 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 17 incidents, 4 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the May 2022 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that she has written a letter asking that the rate study for the Water Sector Program be waived since we just had one done and that we be authorized to advertise for bids for the water treatment plant. 
Mayor Elliott stated that we had a motor go down and a leak in the chlorinator that resulted in our going under a boil advisory. The motor has been fixed, and rewiring done at the treatment plant, and everything is looking good. 

Mayor Elliott stated the motor for the aerator at the sewer plant just came in and was installed Tuesday, June 14, 2022. 

Mayor Elliott stated that the clarifier motor is out now at the sewer plant and a new one will be 18-20 weeks coming in. We are going to try to have it repaired until we can get the new one in, but it is old and getting the parts will be an issue. Mayor Elliott also stated that testing for our sewer permit is about to begin, and this is not an ideal time for this to have happened. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to renew the water rate contract with Pleasant Ridge at the same rate of $3.50 per 1000 gallons. Motion carried. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to renew the water rate contract with Town of Urania Water System at the same rate of $3.50 per 1000 gallons. Motion carried. 

Crawford made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the quote from American Public Risk, LLC submitted by Community Financial for the Town of Olla’s insurance. Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to appoint The Jena Times-Olla-Tullos-Urania Signal as the Official Journal for the Town of Olla for the Fiscal year 2022-2023. Motion carried. 

Crawford made a motion, second by Sims, to appoint the Olla Branch of Southern Heritage Bank and the Vidalia branch of Concordia Bank & Trust Co. as the Town of Olla’s official depositories for the fiscal year 2022-2023. Motion carried. 
Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to open the public hearing regarding Ordinance 2022-001: An ordinance adopting the annual budget of revenues and expenditures for the fiscal year July 01, 2022, to June 30, 2023, and the amended budget for fiscal year July 01, 2021, to June 30, 2022, for the Town of Olla, Louisiana. Motion Carried

There being no comments or questions from the public, Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to close the public hearing regarding Ordinance 2022-01: An ordinance adopting the annual budget of revenues and expenditures for the fiscal year July 01, 2022, to June 30, 2023, and the amended budget for fiscal year July 01, 2021, to June 30, 2022, for the Town of Olla, Louisiana. Motion Carried.

Crawford made a motion, second by Sims, to ADOPT Ordinance 2022-001: An ordinance adopting the annual budget of revenues and expenditures for the fiscal year July 01, 2022, to June 30, 2023, and the amended budget for fiscal year July 01, 2021, to June 30, 2022, for the Town of Olla, Louisiana. Motion Carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve spending $400 for the 4th of July fireworks. Motion carried. 
Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Occupational License to change the name of Ahead of Style to House of Beauty, owned and operated by Jessica M. Dunn – 2532 Central Avenue, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Occupational License for KP Trading, LLC, owned and operated by Darrien Pardon – 2568 Central Avenue, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Mayor Elliott stated the mold and mildew mitigation has begun at the Commercial Building and then will proceed to the Dixie Center. The estimated time frame for completion of the Commercial Building is 4 weeks. 
Mayor Elliott announced that the Farmers’ Market is open every Tuesday beginning at 12 noon. 

Mayor Elliott stated that letters have been sent out for the 4th of July Fireworks show that will begin at dark-thirty. Everyone is invited to come out and enjoy. 

Mayor Elliott stated that planning will begin soon for Homecoming 2022. This will be the first in two years because of Covid. Mayor Elliott asked that anyone wanting to help get this together is more than welcome. Just come by and let her know or give her a call at the Olla Town Hall, 318-495-5151. All help will be appreciated. 
Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to adjourn at 7:19 p.m. Motion carried.
