Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting were held on Tuesday, July 12, 2022, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Ashley Crawford, and Joel Sims. Absent: Anthony Fenoli and Michael Duke. Various members of the public were present.

Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the June 2022 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the June 2022 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the June 2022 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Asst. Chief Ray Atwell gave the written fire report for June 2022. Atwell stated there had been no changes in membership and stated that all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 0 alarms in June. Atwell also stated that the July 4th fireworks were a success and was pleased with the large turn-out for the show.
· Police Report – The June 2022 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 198 citations issued for June 2022, $26,105.80 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 6 incidents, 0 arrest, and 5 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the June 2022 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that the elevated water tank has been drained and inspected today so that any repairs that are needed can be addressed. Mayor Elliott stated that we are hoping to use our ARP (American Rescue Plan) money for the repairs and repainting of the tank. The tank is being refilled at the present time.
Mayor Elliott stated that a power leg that feeds the aerator at the
sewer plant is out. Entergy has been contacted to come fix the issue. Mayor Elliott also stated that the chlorinator motor is on order. 
Crawford made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Bubba’s Pour Decisions, owned and operated by James G. Bradford – 4344 Main Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.

Mayor Elliott stated that the commercial building has been stripped to the cinderblock walls, and that all cots and tables that were salvageable have been cleaned and are stored in outdoor pods. Mold treatment and restoration is still ongoing. The Dixie Center has also been stripped down to the brick walls and the second story is now exposed. All of the kitchen appliances have been moved out. 
Mayor Elliott announced that the Farmers’ Market is now open on Tuesday of each week, 11 am-2 pm. 

Mayor Elliott took the opportunity to thank the Olla Volunteer Fire Department for all of their time and effort put into the amazing July 4th display, and to let them know that their hard work and dedication is appreciated. Mayor Elliott gave a sincere thank you to all who gave monetary contributions for the Annual Tri-City Poppers Fireworks Program, as without their support, we would be unable to provide this entertainment to celebrate our country’s birthday. Mayor Elliott let the council know that work needs to begin on planning Homecoming, which will be Saturday, November 5, 2022, and any help would be appreciated.
Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to adjourn at 7:23 p.m. Motion carried. 
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
