Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, November 08, 2022, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Michael Duke, Ashley Crawford, Anthony Fenoli, and Madge Bailey. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried.

Presentations and Comments from the Public: 

John Vercher – Audit Report: Mr. Vercher informed the Town of Olla that they received the best audit we could have. Mr. Vercher congratulated the Mayor and Staff on an exemplary job.

Cynthia Cockerham and Laurel Comeaux spoke with the council giving an update on the LEDD project. 

Crawford made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the October 2022 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the October 2022 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the October 2022 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Due to illness, a report for October 2022 was not received. 
· Police Report – The October 2022 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 155 citations issued for October 2022, $33739.40 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 19 incidents, 6 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the October 2022   Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that work is currently being done to permanently repair the Louisiana Lift Station. The company has been waiting for parts to come in. 

Mayor Elliott stated that we are still trying to get an internet connection at the          elevated tank for our automated meters. 

Duke made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.

Crawford made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Occupational License for The Olla Burger Barn, LLC, owned and operated by Bobby Stowe – 4308 Main Street 165, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to award Project #3302 LCDG F/Y 2021 Water Treatment System improvements & GAC to San-Tech for bid amount of $1,295,700.00, subject to OCD (Office of Community Development) approval. Motion carried. 
Fenoli made a motion, second by Duke, to obligate the entirety of the cost overrun from ARPA funds ($187,700.00), for the Water Treatment Plant Project. Motion carried. 

Sims made a motion, second by Crawford, to approve the adoption of Resolution 2022-008: A Resolution giving Mayor Elliott authorization to sign any and all documents and request for payments required by the Community Water Enrichment Fund (CWEF) Program, and allowing Sonya Kennon, Clerk, to serve as the Certifying Officer to attest to the signature of Mayor Rhonda Elliott as authorized signatory. Motion carried. 
Duke made a motion, seconded by Fenoli, to approve the adoption of Resolution 2022-009: A Resolution giving Mayor Elliott authorization to sign any and all documents and request for payments required by the Louisiana Government Assistance Program (LGAP), and allowing Sonya Kennon, Clerk, to serve as the Certifying Officer to attest to the signature of mayor Rhonda Elliott as authorized signatory. Motion carried. 
Mayor Elliott stated that the annual Senior Citizen’s Dinner will be held Thursday, December 08, 2022, at 6:00 P.M. at the Olla First Baptist Church. Senior Citizens need to call the Town Hall at 318-495-5151 to register so we will know how many to prepare for. 
Mayor Elliott stated that the Olla Christmas Parade will be held on Saturday, December 17,2022 with the crowning of Ms. Merry Christmas beginning at 5:30 P.M. in the Courtyard. Anyone wishing to enter a float, four wheelers, vehicles, etc. is welcome! The line-up will be at the Olla Elementary School. 

Mayor Elliott took the time to thank everyone that participated in our Olla Downtown Homecoming, and a special thanks to the LaSalle Parish Sheriff’s Office and LaSalle Correctional Center for providing your work crews to help us!
