Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting were held on Tuesday, July 11, 2023, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Madge Bailey, Jessica Dunn, Joel Sims, and Keith Reichardt. Absent: Michael Duke. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Dunn made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the June 2023 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the June 2023 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the June 2023 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Acting Chief Ray Atwell gave the written fire report for June 2023. Atwell stated there had been no changes in membership and stated that all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 2 alarms in June. Acting Chief Atwell also stated that the July 4th fireworks were a success and was pleased with the large turn-out for the show. This year the grand finale began with lights and sirens in honor of the late Chief Joe Thompson. Acting Chief Atwell thanked everyone who made donations as the show would not be possible without them. 
· Police Report – The June 2023 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 176 citations were issued for June 2023, $33309.05 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 16 incidents, 7 arrests, and 5 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the June 2023 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that because of the number of leaks due to lines being cut, she has talked with the supervisors of the fiber optic crews, and they will now only work every other weekend instead of every weekend and will stop work at 5:00 p.m. This should prevent our town crew from having to work into the night and every weekend. 
Mayor Elliott stated that we had to go under a boil advisory on Hwy 124
 
East due to a six-inch main line being cut. The advisory has now been lifted. 

Mayor Elliott stated that the parts for the aerator came in, has been
installed, and is now fully operational. 
Reichardt made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the reports as 
presented. Motion carried.
Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the Occupational License for C & V Outdoors, LLC, owned and operated by Christopher V. Veuleman & Van J. Veuleman – 3215 Main Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Sims made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the purchase and installation of a new rolling sheet door with chain hoist operation for OVFD Station 1. 

Mayor Elliott expressed her appreciation to the Olla Volunteer Fire Department for a beautiful July 4th fireworks display. 
Mayor Elliott stated that the Dixie Lane project is now complete. 

Mayor Elliott reminded everyone of the Farmers’ Market that is held on Tuesday of each week from 10:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m.

Mayor Elliott stated that plans are being made for Olla Downtown Homecoming on October 14, 2023, and asked that anyone wishing to help please contact the Olla Town Hall at 318-495-5151.
