Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting was held on Tuesday, October 10, 2023, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Jessica Dunn, Joel Sims, Keith Reichardt, and Madge Bailey. Michael Duke was absent. Various members of the public were present.



Sims made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried.


Reichardt made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the September 2023 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Dunn made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the September 2023 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the September 2023 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – The September 2023 monthly fire report was unavailable. 
· Police Report – The September 2023 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 147 citations were issued for September 2023, $25,598.45 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 16 incidents, 11 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the September 2023 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that the wells are being swapped over to the new treatment plant. 
Mayor Elliott announced that water rates will be reviewed by the state

auditors as a condition of our receiving the grant for the water plant to determine the amount of increase that will take place. 


Preparations are being made to get our town ready for homecoming. We appreciate all the work that is being done. 
Dunn made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the reports as 
presented. Motion carried.
Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to ADOPT Resolution 2023-007, A Resolution for the reconstruction of Church Street, and authorizing Mayor Elliott to sign any and all documents pertaining to this project. Motion carried.

Dunn made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Occupational License for Hobbs 165 Service Center, LLC, owned and operated by Christopher Brandon Hobbs – 4344 Main Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Mayor Elliott stated that the fencing for the back of the Dixie Center will be installed this week. 
Mayor Elliott stated that work is still continuing at the Holloway Building. Paint and flooring have been picked out for the offices. 
Mayor Elliott stated that Olla Downtown Homecoming will begin on October 14, 2023, at 10:00 a.m. and asked that anyone wishing to help please contact the Olla Town Hall at 318-495-5151. 
Mayor Elliott reminded everyone that Ethics Training and Sexual Harassment Training must be complete and turned in as soon as possible, and certificates turned in to Sonya Kennon at the Olla Town Hall.
