Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting was held on Tuesday, November 14, 2023, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Michael Duke, Keith Reichardt, and Madge Bailey. Jessica Dunn was absent. 

Presentations and Comments from the Public: 

John Vercher – Audit Report: Mr. Vercher informed the Town of Olla that they received the best audit we could have. Mr. Vercher congratulated the Mayor and Staff on an exemplary job.

Bro. Mills and Bro. David Poole – Discussion with council the possibility of a Verizon tower being placed on their property at the Loop Road address. Mr. Evans Dorroh is researching the request. No action was taken. 


Reichardt made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.


Duke made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the October 2023 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the October 2023 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the October 2023 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – The October 2023 monthly fire report was given by Mayor Elliott. Mayor Elliott stated there had been no changes in membership and all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 11 alarms in October. 
· Police Report – The October 2023 police report was given by Chief Jody O’Bier. 148 citations were issued for October
 2023, $30580.25 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 12 incidents, 1 arrest, and 4 dog complaints. Chief O’Bier asked the council to consider approving the purchase of tasers for the department. Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to purchase three tasers for the Olla Police Department.
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the October 2023 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that the wells have been swapped over to the new water treatment system. 
Mayor Elliott stated that water rates will be reviewed by state auditors as a

condition of our receiving the grant for the water plant. This review will determine the amount of increase that will take place for the Town of Olla.

Mayor Elliott stated that water leaks caused by fiber optic company contractors are still being repaired. 
Duke made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the reports as 
presented. Motion carried.
Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the Occupational License for Fox’s Pizza Den, owned and operated by Jessica Davis – 4513 Main Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Reichardt made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Occupational License for Beaded in Grace, owned and operated by Morgan Poole – 2928 Front Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Duke made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Speedy Mac’s, owned and operated by Four M Oil Company – 4238 Main Street 165, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Bailey made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Alkies Curb Market, owned and operated by Sethi, LLC – 1783 Louisiana Street 165, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried. 

Duke made a motion, second by Sims, to have Gunn Electric fix the lights at the Olla Sports Complex. 

Mayor Elliott stated that the fencing for the back of the Dixie Center is up and looks amazing. 
Mayor Elliott announced that the Senior Citizens’ Christmas Dinner will be held December 07, 2023, at 6:00 p.m. at the Olla First Baptist Church in Olla, Louisiana. The Christmas Parade will be held on Saturday, December 16, 2023, at 6:00 p.m. with line-up at Olla Elementary School at 5:30 p.m. The crowning of Ms. Merry Christmas will be at 5:15 p.m. in the courtyard. 

Mayor Elliott reminded everyone that Ethics Training and Sexual Harassment Training must be complete and turned in as soon as possible, and certificates turned in to Sonya Kennon at the Olla Town Hall. 

Sims made a motion, second by Duke, to adjourn at 8:13 p.m. Motion carried.
