Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting was held on Tuesday, March 12, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Madge Bailey, and Keith Reichardt. Jessica Dunn and Michael Duke was Absent. Various members of the public were present. 

Ms. Susan Robbins presented the council with a slide display of the recent Water Rate Study done for the Town of Olla. The rate study found the need for a small rate increase for sustainability of the system. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the agenda as amended. Motion carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the February 2024 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the February 2024 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the February 2024 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – The February 2024 monthly fire report was given by Chief Kim Taylor. Chief Taylor stated they have had 1 new member join the department and that all equipment is in operational condition. The new member was approved by the council. The department responded to 6 alarms in February, and the department attended 5 business/training meetings. 
· Police Report – The February 2024 police report was given by Mayor Elliott. 104 citations were issued for February, $27359.93 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 13 incidents, 6 arrests, and 1 dog complaint. A motion was made by Sims, second by Reichardt, to hire a new part-time police officer for the Olla Police Department. Motion carried. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the February 2024 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that the new pump for the lift station has been installed. The track-hoe has been in the shop due to the joystick going out but is now back in working order. Mayor Elliott has been getting quotes for a bucket and blade for the Kubota tractor. At present we have been using the track-hoe to backfill. Mayor Elliott stated that Ray Atwell and T.C. Frederick attended a Lead/Copper Service Line Training today. The town is now having to submit to the state what type of service line is on both the town side and customer side, give the entire service line classification, state if it has lead connections, and how do we know this information. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the reports as 
presented. Motion carried.
Reichardt made a motion, second by Sims, to ADOPT Resolution 2024-004: A Resolution authorizing the Town of Olla to state their intent to maintain permit requirements as set forth by the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System to prevent wastewater permit violations (MWPP) and other matters with respect thereto. Motion carried. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to accept the change of employee insurance from Blue Cross Blue Shield to United Healthcare. Motion carried. 

Mayor Elliott stated that a new LGAP grant has been submitted for a new police unit. 

Mayor Elliott stated that a new CWEF grant has been submitted for assistance in replacing old water lines. 

Mayor Elliott announced that the town has received a new side by side through our LGAP 2021 grant. 

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to ENTER Executive Session at 8:00 P.M. No action was taken during the session. Reichardt made a motion, second by Bailey, to CLOSE Executive Session at 8:09 P.M. Motion carried. 
Sims made a motion, second by Reichardt, to adjourn at 8:09 p.m. Motion carried.
