Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting held on Tuesday, April 09, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Jessica Dunn, Keith Reichardt, Michael Duke, and Madge Bailey. Various members of the public were present.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Dunn made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the March 2024 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the March 2024 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the March 2024 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Kim Taylor gave the fire report for March 2024. Chief Taylor stated there had been no changes in membership. All equipment with the exception of Tanker 2, is in operational condition. The department is waiting on parts to come in to fix Tanker 2. The department responded to 2 alarms in March and attended 3 training classes. 
· Police Report – The March 2024 police report was given by Mayor Elliott as Chief O’Bier was out on a weather-related call. 146 citations issued for March 2024, $25526.80 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 15 incidents, 7 arrests, and 4 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the March 2024 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott announced that the interior of the elevated water tank is being painted. Once this is complete, we will be taking bids for the exterior. Exterior painting will be costly as it has lead-based paint. This involves shrouding the tank and disposing of the materials. 
Mayor Elliott announced that Mr. Ken Williamson has been hired to join

the Public Works Department. Mayor Elliott also stated that due to the ground being completely saturated, mowing has been put on hold for now. 
Dunn made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the reports as presented. Motion carried.

Duke made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the Occupational License for Pretty
Petals Flowers & Gifts, owned and operated by John M. & Cynthia Parker – 2812 Front Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.
Bailey made a motion, second by Duke to ADOPT Resolution 2024-005: A resolution
adopting the Town of Olla Cafeteria Plan. Motion carried.

Dunn made a motion, second by Sims, to INTRODUCE Ordinance 2024-002 and

to Schedule a Public Hearing for May 14, 2024, at 7:00 P.M. – An Ordinance amending water rates for the Town of Olla. Motion carried.
Mayor Elliott stated to the council that the computers in the town hall offices are having to be updated and a new copier is being purchased. The town has a reserve account set up for this. A new desktop and laptop have been ordered for the Olla Volunteer Fire Department. 

Mayor Elliott stated that work is to begin on the budget, and she will be having meetings with the departments to see what is needed. 
Mayor Elliott stated that new swings are in for the Town Park. They are being replaced due to previous vandalism. 

Sims made a motion, second by Dunn, to adjourn at 7:20 p.m. Motion carried.
