Ordinance 2024-002
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE WATER RATES 

FOR THE TOWN OF OLLA, LOUISIANA.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Town Council of the Town of Olla, Louisiana:

SECTION 19-129: Water Rates:

A) Outside the corporate limits. The water rates for all customers on the town’s water system, outside the corporate limits, shall be nineteen dollars and thirty cents ($19.30) for the first two thousand (2,000) gallons and seven dollars and zero cents ($7.00) for every one thousand (1,000) gallons of water or portion thereof over the first two thousand (2,000) gallons.

B) Inside the corporate limits. The water rates for all customers on the town’s water system, inside the corporate limits, shall be sixteen dollars and thirty cents ($16.30) for the first two thousand (2,000) gallons and seven dollars and zero cents ($7.00) for every one thousand (1,000) gallons of water or portion thereof over the first two thousand (2,000) gallons.
C) Commercial water rates. The water rates for all customers on the town’s 

water system, commercial use, shall be twenty-two dollars and thirty cents ($22.30) for the first two thousand gallons and seven dollars and zero cents ($7.00) for every one thousand gallons of water or portion thereof over the first two thousand (2000) gallons. 
D) Bulk water rates. The water rates for bulk water sales shall be fourteen 
dollars and zero cents ($14.00) for every one thousand (1,000) gallons of water or portion thereof.

E) Contract Water Rates. The water rates for contract water sales shall be

seven dollars and zero cents ($7.00) for every one thousand (1000) gallons of water used.
F) Effective date: The rates established herein shall become effective 
July 01, 2024.
             ANNUAL CPI RATE ADJUSTMENT

An annual adjustment to the Water rates shall be made, effective July 1, 2024, with said adjustment to be calculated by the annual Consumer Price Index (CPI) provided by the Town CPA/Auditor, with said adjustment raise to be a minimum three percent (3%) and a maximum of five (5%) of the existing rate.
SAID ORDINANCE having been introduced on April 09, 2024, by Dunn, second by Sims, notice of public hearing having been published in the official journal as required by law, said public hearing having been held on Tuesday, May 14, 2024, the title having been read and the Ordinance considered. A motion was duly moved by Bailey, second by Dunn, to adopt Ordinance 2024-002, a roll call vote was taken, and the following result was had:
