Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting was held on Tuesday, September 10, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Jessica Dunn, Joel Sims, Keith Reichardt, and Madge Bailey. Various members of the public were present.

Dunn made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the August 2024 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Duke, to approve the August 2024 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the August 2024 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – Chief Taylor gave the written fire report for August 2024. Chief Taylor stated there had been no changes in membership and all equipment is in operational condition. The department responded to 1 alarm in August. Chief Taylor stated that the department has attended multiple training classes in the month of August. 
· Police Report – The August 2024 police report was given by Mayor Elliott as Chief O’Bier was on a called out. 142 citations were issued for August 2024, $25,195.70 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 20 incidents, 10 arrests, and 3 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the August 2024 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that the lead line survey is due next month. Mayor Elliott stated that we are going to be replacing large sections of metal lines in the town. Mayor Elliott stated that the Public Works Department are trying to catch up on the mowing and weed eating so it will look nice for downtown homecoming. 

Reichardt made a motion, second by Sims, to accept the reports as presented. Motion carried.
Dunn made a motion, second by Bailey, to ADOPT Resolution 2024-009: The Town of Olla has been awarded the” Roadway Reconstruction, Church Street, Planning and Construction” project through the State of Louisiana Capital Outlay. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to ACCEPT the bid from Stephens TPS, Inc. for the Elevated Tank rehabilitation. 
Mayor Elliott stated that downtown homecoming is Saturday, September 28, 2024. Anyone wishing to have a vendor sport should contact the town hall for an application. 
Mayor Elliott stated that we had an exceptionally good turnout for the meeting with DOTD regarding the redlight needed at the intersection of Hwy 127 and Hwy 165. We had Representative Gabe Firment here along with 8 DOTD representatives and one from the Governor’s office. DOTD is still saying we do not meet the criteria but are continuing to look into the matter and will be reporting back to us. 
Mayor Elliott stated that there will be a meeting in Alexandria at the LRWA Fall Mini-Conference October 14-17, 2024. Each water system gets extra points for someone attending. Since Mayor Elliott attended last year, she is not eligible to attend this year. It must be a system decision maker that attends and that includes council members. The idea is to educate the decision makers about the water management of the municipality. It is highly informative, and we need someone to attend if possible. 

Mayor Elliott asked that everyone please complete your Sexual Harassment Training and Ethics Training and bring your certificates to the town hall to be put in your employee folders. 

Dunn made a motion, second by Sims, to adjourn at 7:19 p.m. Motion carried.
