Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting was held on Tuesday, December 10, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Madge Bailey, and Jessica Dunn. Michael Dunn and Keith Reichardt were absent. Various members of the public were present. 

Sims made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the November 2024 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the November 2024 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the November 2024 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – The November 2024 monthly fire report was given by Chief Kim Taylor. All equipment is in operational condition. New hoses were ordered and have been received. The department responded to 1 alarm in November. Chief Taylor stated that the department attended two training classes. The Annual Firemen’s Supper was held Saturday, December 7, 2024, and Mr. Glynn Black was named Fireman of the Year. 
· Police Report – The November 2024 police report was given by Mayor Elliott. 98 citations were issued for November 2024, $25840.50 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 5 incidents, 0 arrests, and 2 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the November 2024 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated work has begun on the elevated water tank. The exterior will be sand blasted and repainted with our town logo on two sides. Mayor Elliott also stated that the Public Works Department has been extremely busy getting decorations up for the Christmas Parade. 

Dunn made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the reports as 
presented. Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Dunn, to ADOPT Resolution 2024-011: A resolution giving Mayor Elliott authority to use residual ARPA Funds for the Wastewater Treatment Plant. Motion carried. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Speedy Mac’s, owned and operated by Four M Oil Company – 4238 Main Street 165, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.

Dunn made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Alkies Curb Market, owned and operated by Sethi, LLC – 1783 Louisiana Street 165, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to renew the water rate contract with Pleasant Ridge at the rate of $7.00 per 1000 gallons. Motion carried. 
Dunn made a motion, second by Sims, to renew the water rate contract with Town of Urania Water System at the rate of $7.00 per 1000 gallons. Motion carried.
