Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting was held on Tuesday, January 13, 2026, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Madge Bailey, Keith Reichardt, and Emily Emfinger. Michael Duke was absent. Various members of the public were present. 

Sims made a motion, second by Emfinger, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the December 2025 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the December 2025 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the December 2025 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – The December 2025 monthly fire report was unavailable due to illness. 
· Police Report – The December 2025 police report was given by Chief O’Bier. 141 citations were issued for December 2025, $22,147.75 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 25 incidents, 7 arrests, and 1 dog complaint.
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the December 2025 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that the supplies are in and they are bringing equipment in to begin work on the new sewer treatment plant. Materials have been ordered to replace water lines and install cut-off valves on Woodyard Road. Leaks have been almost a weekly occurrence there. We will be using Community Water Enrichment Fund (CWEF) to fund this project.

Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Family Dollar # 33233, owned and operated by MeShell Renee Turner – 3298 Main Street 165, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the Alcoholic Beverage Permit for Smokers Paradise, LLC, owned and operated by Albarkat Enterprise, Inc. – 3530 Main Street 165, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried. 
Sims made a motion, second by Emfinger, to approve a mobile home as presented to the council for Wayne Scott. Motion carried. 
Reichardt made a motion, second by Sims, to approve a mobile home as presented to the council for Samantha Canada. Motion carried. 

Mayor Elliott stated that she has submitted all the required paperwork for our 2025 Water Grade Score. 
Mayor Elliott stated that she had an interested individual contact her about reviving the Historic District Commission. It has not been active in many years, as several board members passed away and there has not been any interest in filling these spots. Mayor Elliott attended a meeting today regarding re-establishing this committee.
