Town of Olla Minutes


Proceedings of the Olla Town Council meeting was held on Tuesday, February 11, 2026, at 7:00 p.m. at the Olla Town Hall – 2628 Central Avenue. Mayor Elliott called the regular monthly meeting to order, and Joel Sims opened with prayer and Pledge of Allegiance.


Sonya Kennon called roll. Present: Mayor Elliott, Joel Sims, Madge Bailey, and Keith Reichardt. Michael Duke and Emily Emfinger were absent. Various members of the public were present. 

Bailey made a motion, second by Reichardt, to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the January 2026 regular meeting minutes. Motion Carried.

Bailey made a motion, second by Dunn, to approve the January 2026 bills as presented. Motion carried.

Sims made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the January 2026 financial statement as presented. Motion carried.

· Fire Department – The January 2026 monthly fire report was unavailable due to illness. 
· Police Report – The January 2026 police report was given by Chief O’Bier. 89 citations were issued for January 2026, $19,255.05 was collected in fines and court cost, the department responded to 15 incidents, 7 arrests, and 0 dog complaints. 
· Public Works Department – Mayor Elliott delivered the January 2026 Superintendent’s report. Mayor Elliott stated that the replacement of water line and valves was supposed to have been completed this month on Woodyard Road, but due to ice storm and rain it has been delayed. Hopefully, it will be complete by the end of the month. Mayor Elliott stated that we survived the ice storm without numerous leaks, but we did experience low pressure at the water plant for one day because of the strain on the well that was running on the generator. For this reason, we will need to have a back-up plan for another one of our wells. 
Bailey made a motion, second by Sims, to approve the reports as 
presented. Motion carried.

Reichardt made a motion, second by Bailey, to approve the Occupational License for B. Scented, owned and operated by Brandy and Bree Hester of Olla, Louisiana – 2928 Front Street, Olla, Louisiana. Motion carried.

Mayor Elliott stated that on Thursday, she met with the building contractor who will be overseeing the reconstruction and handling the bed process for the reconstruction of the Dixie Center. Plans are being finalized and hopefully bids will be let soon.

Mayor Elliott stated that she is rewriting a grant that we already have to help with the purchase of another generator for the water plant. The generator and installation are estimated to be approximately $70,000.00.
